	Head Teacher's Report:
· AH presented her head teachers report and each attendee was given a copy.

· School fund, AH has been checking the guidelines and they say that the school fund must benefit the children.  There should also be a committee to approve items for purchasing.  A parent can be co-opted onto this.  It was agreed by all present that MT would take up this role (as Treasurer of PC), along with AH and Mrs McLean.
· Luwero donation, after discussion it was agreed that the Parent Council would make this donation annually (£240.00).  This has previously been made by £20 per month from the school fund but this contravenes guidance.

· Information leaflets, AH was speaking to one of her HT colleagues at a school in Hamilton.  They have produced a variety of info leaflets on certain aspects of the school, e.g. frequently asked questions, composite classes, GIRFEC, etc.  AH would like to work on these for parents at Canberra, which could be given out to parents and included on the school website.  She asked all present to have a think before the next meeting of titles that would be of interest.
· Vision Committee, this has now been put together with pupils and teachers.  AH would like two parents to join also.  LF and EG will take up this role.

· Good Samaritan Month, all classes are working on this during January.  Activities include helping at home.  Some children will also be assisting with the Lunch Club at the Westwood Church on a more permanent basis, helping to build links with the local community.

 - £326.21 in bank at present.

 - Discussions had taken place about perhaps getting a new clothes bin within the school grounds as an additional bin to the one in the Aldi car park.  MT will contact them to ask, as well as schedule for emptying existing bin as it is overflowing often.

	AOB:  

· AH asked for photos of parent council members and a blurb from the Chair for the website.  This will be carried over to the February meeting.
· Parking -   Following a lengthy discussion, it was decided that the school will continue with the status quo of the gates being closed until after the new houses are completed and Lovell are clear of the site to gauge how busy the street will become.  LF, EG and SF have been patrolling, along with Mr Nicolls and there have only been a handful of problems.  AH will letter the parents giving them the update.

· EG asked about Credit Union.  AH confirmed that it will re-start on Thursday 28/1/16.  SF has volunteered to run/support this on a weekly basis.  This was agreed and AH will contact her directly to organise.

· AN asked about Athletics.  AH confirmed that this has stopped at present, as Mr Bruce has now left the school.  It may start up again with Miss Donaldson, but will change to Cross Country as all Athletics meets have now finished for the year.  SK offered to take this on, and Cllr JA suggested contacting Calderglen for support.  This was agreed and AH will follow this up directly with SK.

· MT asked about P4 ice-skating as the East Kilbride rink is closed at present for refurbishment.  AH explained that ice skating is not subsidised by the Authority and therefore can be very expensive for parents and the school.  She confirmed that it would therefore not be moved to another rink.  The school were previously funding the transport (£70-£80 per week) and parents were paying the full cost of the lesson.  The swimming blocks are part funded by SLC and will continue.

· LF asked about old floor in the old school, which was lifted and sold.  Someone had been concerned over the possibility of asbestos.  It was confirmed that there was definitely no asbestos present.  Cllr JA confirmed that this is a legal requirement to check before demolishing.

· Cllr JA passed on that there is grant funding available twice a year, which can be used to cover outings, entrance fees, resources, sports kits, waterproof sets, clubs, etc.  He has e-mailed the forms to EG who will have a look at them with MT.

· AH reported that there is still a leak in the dining hall and storm damage to the roof.  Cllr JA agreed to follow this up.

· LF asked about homework club.  AH confirmed that this has stopped at present as Mrs Simmons has now left and no other staff are available to run at present.  LF volunteered to take this on once her PVG is back.  AH will ask office staff to chase this up and homework club will be reinstated at lunchtime as soon as available.
