The Certified Credit Executive (CCE) is the highest professional designation attainable in business credit, and requires additional roadmap points.

· "Career roadmap" points are accumulated easily, and include credit for formal and informal educational achievements and degrees, length of service in business-credit management, service to the local and national associations and related groups, and other professional and civic accomplishments and service.
