The Finnish Computer Driving Licence is an IT examination for everyone, the first of its kind. It is intended for those of you who have used computers very little, very much or not at all.

The A-level meets the growing demands of working life competence. To obtain and demonstrate more advanced skills, the AB-level is a recommended option. The wireless communication examination is aimed at mobile end-users as well as professional wireless workers.

Computer Driving Licence courses and examinations are organised by hundreds of educational organisations all over the country. You can also take the tests and pass the examination without attending any courses. 

The examinations and certificates have been designed to provide clear guidelines and goals so as to ensure uniform level of education accordingly. The tests are equal in value all over the country.

Computer Driving Licence @-level and A-level exams can be taken in Finnish, Swedish, and English, AB-level exam in Finnish and Swedish. 

For beginners

The @-level examination

The @-level examination is targeted at every citizen in the Information Society. It has been specially designed for beginners, serving as the first step towards the A-level exam.

The @-level exam comprises of three compulsory modules (Using the Computer and File Management, Word Processing, the Internet) and one optional module.

@-level can be taken in Finnish, Swedish, and English. 

The Structure of the Exam

The @-level examination is divided into four modules. You get a study credit card on every completed test, and when all the four modules are accomplished, you get the actual @-level certificate.

There are three compulsory modules and the fourth is optional by your own choose.

The three compulsory modules are:

· Using the Computer and File Management

· Word Processing

· The Internet

The optional module is one of these:

· Basics Concepts of Information Technology

· Spreadsheets

· Databases

· Graphics

The @-level examination tests can be taken in the order that you prefer. Each test lasts 45 minutes.

You can use notes and manuals in the tests, except in the Basics Concepts of Information Technology module, where you are not allowed to have any additional material. 

Intermediate Level
The structure of the A-level examination

The Computer Driving Licence A-level examination consists of seven modules and sub-exams accordingly. Once each sub-exam has been taken, the student is entitled to receive a certificate. 

A-level sub-exams can be taken one by one in any sequential order. It is recommended, however, that the first two modules should not be taken until a few, if not all, of the other modules have been passed. This is due to the fact that those modules (3.-7.) are tools that contribute to the entire learning process. 

The duration of all sub-exams is limited to no more than 45 minutes. The first module is to be taken as a written test, and students are not allowed to have background material with them. While other sub-exams are to be taken hands-on, students are allowed to exploit manuals and their personal notes. 

In order to pass the first module, the performance rate should reach 50 per cent. In other modules, the performance rate of about 90 per cent is required.

Computer Driving Licence Advanced Examination (AB-level) 

AB-level For Advanced Users 

The AB-level examination has been designed for those who need specialised skills in the constantly changing working life. 

AB-level 1 + 3 

The AB-level examination comprises of one compulsory module of interfacing and three optional modules. There are altogether seven optional modules for individual choice: Word Processing, Spreadsheets, Databases, Publishing and Image Processing, Net Publications, Digital Media, and Telecommunications. 

Courses and tests are offered by over hundred educational organisations all over Finland. You can also take the tests and pass the examination without attending any courses. The duration of a test is limited to no more than two hours fifteen minutes. Before attending AB-level tests, passing the A-level exam is required.

AB-level examination can be taken in Finnish and Swedish.
