Today you will take a cruise along the Li River and admire the mountain peaks that rise into the sky. This is one of the most scenic areas of China and has been painted on scrolls seemingly for as long as one can remember. Make a stop and walk into the Reed Flute Cave, which is a natural limestone cave with multicolored lighting founded in the 1940’s and has become a popular stop. 
Day 7: March 25: Guilin/Xian                                  (B,L,D)

This morning you will fly to Xian. In the afternoon you will tour the Terra Cotta Warriors & Horses built to protect Qin Shi Huang the 1st Emperor of China in his afterlife. These warrior has been buried since 210-209BC and has just been discovered by farmers in 1974, and new warriors are still be excavated to this day. 
Accommodation: (2 Nights) Sunda International Hotel
Day 8: March 26: Xian/Beijing                                (B,L,D)

This morning your tour of Xian continues by visiting the Ancient Walled City with its walls reaching 40 feet tall and covering 8.5 miles it is one of the world’s largest ancient military defense systems in the world left standing. A deep moat also surrounds the wall and city. Continue to see the Wild Goose Pagoda and its surrounding square where street stalls pop up each day to sell food to souvenirs. This afternoon you will fly to Beijing.

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Day 9: March 27: Beijing                                           (B,L,D)
Today your tour will begin with a visit to the world’s largest public square – Tiananmen Square before proceeding to the Forbidden City, the palace home for Ming Qing Dynasty Emperors. In the afternoon visit the Temple of Heaven, where emperors came to pray for a good harvest. Tonight you will see a spectacular acrobatic Show.
Day 10: March 28: Beijing                                         (B,L,D)

You will have time to walk along the top of the wall up the mountain and take lots of pictures from the iconic sight. After lunch you will visit the Summer Palace, the largest and best preserved Imperial garden in China. In the late afternoon you will see the building from the outside of the  Olympic sites of the 2008 Beijing Olympics followed by a special Peking Duck Dinner.
