Your Author’s response Form A will be registered on the Web-site of the Congress in the section REGISTRATION => “Received Application forms” and your paper will get a registration number. The Organizing Committee will appreciate it, if you use in the further correspondence with us this registration number and the files sent by you should also begin with this number and the phrase “mtm11”. Example: 131-spenser.mtm11.doc.

Authors of the approved papers will be informed of the Program Committee’s decision not later than March 31. 2011.

PAPERS 

The full text of the accepted papers must be received together with Form B not later than April 30.2011.

The papers of the Congress will be printed in the web based International Scientific-Technical Journal “Machines, Technologies, materials”(ISSN 1313-0226), which is also issued in print and on CD. Every speaker will receive issue of the journal with his or her paper and CD with all papers of the Congress.

The papers, which will be presented in the sessions, have to correspond to the topics of the Congress. Only papers, which are submitted by reviewers, correspond to the requirements of the graphical and text instructions and had become a public property in the sessions of the Congress will be published.

The papers must be sent in .doc or .docx format until 30.04.2011 by email together with the Application form for participation /Form B/ or ONLINE REGISTRATION should be made. The name of the file of your paper has to include your name or your registration number and the phrase “mtm11” /Example: “131-spenser.mtm11.doc”/.

If you can not participate personally in the Congress, you can participate in the poster session and pay only the publication fee. Only papers will be accepted, which are formed according to the poster graphical and text instructions or exceeding these requirements. The poster papers have to be send by e-mail until 01.09.2011 so the paper can be publicly presented at the Congress. The Organizing Committee takes the obligation to print the poster in A2 format.
