November 17, 2016
7:00 pm at the City Office

The City Council of the City of Emery, South Dakota, met in regular session, November 17, 2016 in the City Office. The meeting was called to order by Mayor Joshua Kayser at 7pm with the following members present:  Aldermen, Leann Heltzel, Ben Schulz, Dave Kayser, Eric Roskens, and Greg Kotas. Finance Officer Kara Kayser and Maintenance director Craig Heezen.   Cory Dye were absent. 
A motion was made by Roskens, seconded by Kotas all voted aye and the motion carried, to approve the agenda.
The minutes of the regular council meeting on October 10, were approved Kotas made a motion, Schulz seconded all voted aye and the motion carried.
Daycare director, Lisa Shcleich, was in attendance for a report.  Roast beef fundraiser was a big success with over $1700 raised for the fundraiser account.  Final approval for the daycare floor plan was given.  We will start remodelling as soon as the current occupants can allow us.  Lisa left the meeting at 7:08pm.  
Legal counsel Mike Fink joined the meeting at 7:10pm and Dan Johnson of Johnson Engineering dialled in to discuss an area of conflict on the proposed sewer alignment with Hanson Rural Water’s current water line.  The lines would intersect. The city discussed options for relocating Hanson Rural Water’s line.  The mayor will discuss with Rural water for options available.
