April 8, 2019
7:00 pm at the City Office

The Council of the City of Emery met in regular session on Monday, April 8, 2019, at 7:00 pm at the City Office. Mayor Seth McGregor presided with the following members present:  Aldermen Dave Kayser, Kenny Kayser, Eric Roskens and Ben Schulz. Daycare Director Liz Dangel, Maintenance Supervisor Travis Kampshoff and Finance Officer Kristi Wollmann were also in attendance. Alderman Cory Dye and Greg Kotas were unable to attend. Guests in attendance included the following:  Joanne Ernster, LeAnn Heltzel, Clarissa Weber, Debra Weber, Gene Weber, and Paul Zollman.
Schulz made a motion to accept the agenda of the April 8, 2019, regular session meeting as presented. K. Kayser seconded the motion. All votes aye.

The minutes of the regular meeting March 11, 2019, were reviewed. The Finance Officer made a correction on the estimate from Advantage Auto Glass for the two north doors of the Auditorium at $2,900.00. The council requested the Finance Officer seek out more estimates. D. Kayser made a motion to accept the March 11, 2019 regular meeting minutes as amended. Roskens seconded the motion. All votes aye.
Roskens made a motion to accept the minutes of the March 18, 2019, Local Board of Equalization and regular meeting minutes as presented. Schulz seconded the motion. All votes aye.

Public comment was addressed. Paul Zollman inquired about PT city employment. Joanne Ernster asked about drainage issues near her property. Gene Weber asked if the city had any interest in purchasing Peter Dye’s building on Third Street.

Daycare Director Liz Dangel presented financials for the Daycare. A discussion was held on increasing daycare rates to a weekly flat rate. Rising operation costs have prompted this increase. Staffing needs were discussed for summer and next fall.

Maintenance Supervisor Travis Kampshoff reported on lagoon maintenance and street repairs. A discussion was held on purchasing a laptop for the Maintenance Department. A discussion was held on issuing a city credit card. Roskens made a motion to issue a city credit card with a limit of $1,000.00 to Kampshoff. K. Kayser seconded the motion. All votes aye.

Finance Officer Kristi Wollmann presented reports and bills. Utility Billing delinquencies were discussed. Shut off procedures will be enforced. D Kayser moved to accept financial reports. Schulz seconded the motion. All votes aye. K. Kayser moved to accept and pay all bills. Roskens seconded the motion. All votes aye. The Finance Officer presented the 2018 City of Emery annual report. Roskens made a motion to accept the annual report. D. Kayser seconded the motion. All votes aye. The annual report will filed with Dept. of Legislative Audit as well as published in the Emery Enterprise. D. Kayser made motion to have the Finance Officer attend Finance Officer School in June. Pool Planning
Pool planning was discussed. Pool wages were discussed. Schulz made a motion to set Lifeguard wages at $9.10/hr and an additional $1.00/hr more for WSI. Each year of employment will receive a 25 cent increase/yr. The Manager wage is set at $900/ month. Roskens seconded the motion. All votes aye.
