Regular City Council Meeting
September 10, 2018
7:00 pm at the City Office

The City Council of the City of Emery, South Dakota, met in regular session on September 10, 2018 in the City Office. The meeting was called to order by Mayor Joshua Kayser at 7:00 pm with the following members present:  Aldermen Cory Dye, Dave Kayser, Kenny Kayser, and Ben Schulz.  Also attending were Finance Officer Kristi Wollmann, Maintenance Supervisor Dale Mesman and Daycare Director Lisa Schleich.  Visitors in attendance included LeAnn Heltzel, Clar Weber, Gene Weber, Deb Weber, Walt Weber, and Eugene Waldner.  Greg Kotas and Eric Roskens joined the meeting at 7:10 and 7:40 respectably.
A motion was made by Dye, seconded by K. Kayser, all voted aye and the motion carried, to approve the agenda as presented.
The minutes of the regular council meeting on August 13, 2018 were presented.  Schulz made a motion, and D. Kayser seconded, all voted aye and the motion carried to approve the minutes as presented.
Mayor Kayser welcomed the guests in attendance and asked if they had anything to address the council on.  Eugene Waldner ask what was going to be done with the valley gutter in front of his residence.  Mayor Kayser said concrete would be laid down in the valley gutter.  Waldner also asked about the drainage ditch in front of his 7th street property and there was a discussion on seeding to grass.
Greg Kotas joined the meeting at 7:10 pm 

Daycare Director, Lisa Schleich, gave a report on the Daycare.  Financials were reported and reviewed.  Three pay periods in August were noted.  The yard has been sprayed and so grass will be seeded next.  Tim Weber made a baby swing for the play yard.  The Daycare is still in need of some part time workers to fill in as needed.  The check-in computer needs to be replaced.  The council agreed to allow Lisa to purchase a basic computer at a low cost of $100-$200.  Currently the Daycare serves 46 infant through preschool children.  Lisa left the meeting at 7:25 pm.

Maintenance Supervisor, Dale Mesman presented his report.  Dale told the council he has the chance to demo a new garbage truck just for a day.  The pool is pumped out and MC&R has been here to winterize everything.  The kiddie pool has broken and crushed pipes underneath which is why the spray features do not work.   A restoration company will be asked to fill all the cracks since the pool is now dry.  Dale discussed a list of trees in town that need to be trimmed.  Residents are asked to please keep their trees trimmed so they do not block the alley or sidewalks.  Dale will need a lagoon meter so he can check the ph level at the lagoon.  The gate is up at the ballpark and bathrooms have been winterized.  Advantage Auto Glass can fix the doors at the auditorium.  Dale mentioned some grass seeding complaints.  Dale asked for permission to purchase a pressure washer with the Menards rebates he has accumulated.
Eric Roskens joined the meeting.

A motion was made by Schulz, seconded by Roskens, all voted aye and the motion carried that the above bills be allowed and paid.
Financial reports were presented and discussed.  D. Kayser made a motion, seconded by K. Kayser, all voted aye and the motion carried to approve financial reports. 

Old Business

Water Tower – A discussion was held on the findings by H & H Contracting.  Photos were presented from H&H.  A discussion was held about sending a letter to Maguire Iron to terminate our inspection contract with them since H&H Contracting is doing repairs and maintenance.
Construction Update – FDE is done with their work.  Hydra Clean has completed inspections.  One more payment is left on the contract with FDE.  Main street and 3rd avenues are completed.  Commercial Asphalt will fill in after paving is complete.  
Auditorium Sidewalk – A discussion was held on the sidewalk by the auditorium.  No action was taken at this time.  Council will discuss more next year in March.
Surplus Equipment – Three appraisals were reviewed for the old pay loader and the sweeper truck.  Council decided to advertise for sealed bids due by October 5th. 

New Business

Lagoon Meter – A discussion was held on purchasing a lagoon meter.  No action was taken at this time.

Solid Waste Grant Opportunity – A discussion was held on funding opportunity for the purchase of a new garbage truck.  The cost of a new garbage truck is about $190,000.  The amount available for funding is unknown.  Council decided to table until next year.  

Westside Retention Pond – A discussion was held on the retention pond on west side of town.  

Audit Report 2016-2017 – Audit findings were presented and discussed.
Credit Card - A discussion was held on raising the credit card limit on all city credit cards.  Schulz made a motion to raise the limit by $500 for city use credit cards, K. Kayser seconded, all voted aye and the motion carried to increase to the following amounts.  Daycare Director $1,500, Maintenance Supervisor $1,000, and Finance Officer $1,000.
Emery Senior Citizen’s letter for support – Dye read a letter requesting funding.  Council agreed funding is important and because the audit findings recommended receiving a financial statement, council will revisit the request after financials are received from the Senior Citizen group.  
Appropriations Ordinance 292 – The first reading of the 2019 Budget Appropriations for fiscal year 2019 was reviewed and discussed.  An itemized budget will be sent to all council for further review.

Other Council Concerns – A discussion was held on artificial turf to be installed on the baseball field.  Funding has been secured and there will be no cost to the city due to private funding sources.  Permission from the city is requested.

Next Meeting – The next regular meeting will be Monday, October 8th at 7 pm.

Adjournment - Dye made a motion to adjourn at 9:05 pm.  Roskens seconded the motion.  All votes aye.  The next regular council meeting will be Monday, October 8th at 7 pm.
