REGULAR SESSION OF THE DAYTON CITY COUNCIL

Mayor Pro Tem Wickwire called the meeting to order at 7:02 p.m.  Roll Call-Present:  Council members Diehl, Knudtson, Skoglund, and Wickwire.  Absent:  Mayor Travis and Council member Williamson.  Also present:  Josie Breitsprecher, Kendra Breitsprecher, Mark Campbell, Randy Danielson, Nick Dunbar, Meredith Gallentine, Craig Johnson, Tyler Johnson, Kenny Sanders, Bill Shea, and Dick Swanson.   

AGENDA:  Council member Diehl moved to approve the agenda as posted.  Second by Skoglund.  Ayes: Diehl, Knutson, Skoglund, Wickwire.  Motion carried.

MINUTES:  Council member Diehl moved to approve the minutes of the March 26 special meeting as printed.  Second by Knudtson.  Motion carried unanimously. 

BILLS:  Council member Skoglund moved to approve the bills as presented.  Second by Knudtson.  Motion carried unanimously.

MEDICAL CLINIC:  Meredith Gallentine and Kenny Sanders informed the Council that a committee had met with different medical providers and recommended that the City pursue a contract with the Community Health Center of Fort Dodge.  Council member Diehl moved to allow the committee to negotiate a contract with the Community Health Center of Fort Dodge.  Second by Knudtson.  Motion carried unanimously.

OTHER BUSINESS:  Webster County Supervisor Mark Campbell informed the Council that Webster County holds a tax certificate on another property on South Main Street that they would consider transferring to the City.  The Council directed the City Clerk to discuss this with the City Attorney.

OAK PARK WATER AND SEWER:  No new information had been received from MER Engineering.

GRANDVIEW WATER MAIN:  The Council decided to obtain estimates for a new looped water main around the southwest block of the Grandview Apartment buildings.

MAIN STREET WATER MAINS:  The Council decided to obtain estimates for options of new water mains in the street or in the alley.

PARK AND RECREATION BOARD APPOINTMENT:  Mayor Pro Tem Wickwire appointed Tyler Johnson to a four year position on the Park and Recreation Board.  Council member Skoglund moved to approve the appointment.  Second by Knudtson.  Motion carried unanimously.

CLEAN UP DAYS:  Council member Skoglund moved to approve a clean up days notice for publication.  Second by Diehl.  Motion carried unanimously.

CREDIT CARD POLICY:  Following review, Council member Knudtson moved to approve a City credit card policy for inclusion in the City Employee Personnel Policy and Procedure Manual.  Second by Skoglund.  Motion carried unanimously.

PUBLIC HEARING-31 SOUTH MAIN STREET PROPERTY:  At 8:33 p.m., Mayor Pro Tem Wickwire opened the public hearing regarding transfer of property located at 31 South Main Street from Webster County to the City.  No comments were voiced and none had been received.  After the hearing was closed at 8:34 p.m., Council member Knudtson introduced Resolution 2014-4, “Resolution to Approve the Issuance of a Letter to the Webster County Supervisors to Obtain Title to Property”, and moved its adoption.  Second by Diehl.  Roll call vote-all ayes.  Resolution adopted.  The Board agreed to consider eventual sale of this property to interested parties. 
5K RUN:  This was tabled until the May 14 meeting.

DOT BRIDGE PROJECT:  The Council reviewed preliminary plans and estimates from the DOT for replacement of the Skillet Creek bridge on Highway 175.  They directed the Clerk to check with the City Engineer about this and to ask about proposed changes to a City manhole.

4TH AVENUE SE DRAINAGE:  The Council was informed that proposed drainage changes to an adjoining field will require FSA approval.  They directed the Clerk to send a letter on behalf of the City if necessary.

BUILDING PERMITS:  Council member Diehl moved to approve a permit for a garage for Rod Jones at 108 5th Avenue NW.  Second by Knudtson.  Motion carried unanimously.  Council member Diehl moved to approve a permit for a privacy fence for Tyler Johnson at 307 4th Street NE.  Second by Skoglund.  Motion carried unanimously.  The Council agreed to allow Tyler to place a load of rock on 4th Avenue NE for one or two days during construction.  Council member Diehl moved to approve a permit for a privacy fence for Adam Burns at 208 3rd Street NE.  Second by Knudtson.  Motion carried unanimously.

TAX ABATEMENT:  Council member Knudtson moved to approve a tax abatement request for Kathie Highland for a cabin and new house located at 605 1st Avenue SW.  Second by Skoglund.  Motion carried unanimously.
LIBRARY SIDEWALK:  Council member Skoglund moved to remove two panels of settled sidewalk near the library and to hire Ulicki Construction to replace the concrete sidewalk panels.  Second by Diehl.  Motion carried unanimously.

BEER AND WINE PERMIT:  Council member Diehl moved to approve renewal of the Class C Beer and Class B Wine Permits with Sunday Sales for the Community Grocery.  Second by Knudtson.  Motion carried unanimously.

BUDGET AMENDMENT:  Council member Diehl moved to approve a 2013-2014 fiscal year budget amendment hearing notice for publication, with the hearing to be held on May 14th.  Second by Knudtson.   Motion carried unanimously.

CASINO:  The Council took no action regarding a letter of support for a proposed casino in Jefferson.

WATER QUALITY REPORT:  After review, Council member Diehl moved to approve the 2013 Water Quality Report for distribution to water customers and submittal to the Iowa DNR.  Second by Knudtson.  Motion carried unanimously.

DEPOSITORY RESOLUTION:  Council member Diehl introduced Resolution 2014-5, “Resolution Amending the Official Depository Resolution for the City of Dayton”, and moved its adoption.  Second by Knudtson.  Roll call vote-all ayes.  Resolution adopted.

CITY PARK INSPECTION:  Council member Skoglund moved to approve a self-inspection report and letter regarding the old tennis court area of the school park to be submitted to Iowa DNR.  Second by Knudtson.  Motion carried unanimously.

DOGS IN CITY PARK:  The Council directed the Clerk to obtain pricing for signs regarding dogs in the school park and also discussed loose dogs.

ONE CALL ELECTION:  The Council took no action regarding the election ballot.

1ST STREET NE STOP SIGNS:  The Council directed the Clerk to contact the Webster County Engineer regarding possible installation of stop signs on 1st Street NE, near the north City limit.

OTHER BUSINESS:  The Council discussed the noon whistle, police reserves, fire department fundraising, hydrant flushing and dirt piled next to 2nd Street SE.  

ADJOURN:  Council member Diehl moved to adjourn.  Second by Knudtson.  Motion carried unanimously.  The meeting was adjourned at 8:12 p.m.
