d) All elevations to note the use of double glazing to match the energy rating assessment within the Sustainable Management Plan; 

e) Fixed external shading or effective operable external shading for all north elevation bedroom windows or a suitable alternative which prevents passive solar gain in summer while enabling warming winter sun to reach the glazing to the satisfaction of the Responsible Authority;
f) All accessible bathrooms to be labelled on the plans as being in accordance with Standard D27. 

g) The common corridor windows to be noted as being openable to allow for natural ventilation;
h) Roof plan to confirm air conditioning units are located on the roof and not the balconies / terraces of individual apartments;
i) Storage to be confirmed to each apartment ensuring that it meets the minimum requirements as outlined at Table D6 to Standard D20 of the Clause 58 of the Stonnington Planning Scheme;
j) A car parking allocation schedule confirming all car parking spaces are to be allocated to individual dwellings with the exception of 4 spaces allocated to visitors; 
k) Increase on-site bicycle parking for the residents of the apartments to more closely align with Council’s best practice requirement for 1 space per dwelling for residents;
l) Any changes to the plans in accordance with the recommendations of the acoustic required by Condition 3;

m) Any changes as required by Condition 5 (Sustainable Management Plans), 7 (Landscape Plan), 9 (Waste Management Plan);

n) Conversion of the 3 commercial spaces at the ground floor level to residential apartments which achieve compliance with the Objectives of Clause 58 (Apartment Developments) of the Stonnington Planning Scheme and any consequential changes to the ground level façade and subsequent lowering of the floor to ceiling heights for residential uses;

o) A splay to be incorporated on the south-east corner of the building at the ground floor level to provide a clear sight line along the Percy Place façade to improve pedestrian safety;

all to the satisfaction of the Responsible Authority. 

2. The plans endorsed to accompany the permit must not be amended without the written consent of the Responsible Authority.

3. Concurrent with the endorsement of the plans, an acoustic report must be submitted to and approved by the Responsible Authority to demonstrate how the dwellings will be acoustically treated to minimise noise transmission from the adjacent land uses to the satisfaction of the Responsible Authority.

4. Prior to the occupation of the development hereby approved, all acoustic measures proposed in the acoustic report must be incorporated to the satisfaction of the Responsible Authority.

5. Concurrent with the endorsement of any plans pursuant to Condition 1 a Sustainable Management Plan (SMP) must be submitted to and approved by the Responsible Authority. Upon approval the SMP will be endorsed as part of the planning permit and the development must incorporate the sustainable design initiatives outlined in the SMP to the satisfaction of the Responsible Authority. Amendments to the SMP must be incorporated into plan changes required under Condition 1. The report must be generally in accordance with the SMP submitted with the application prepared by LID Consulting dated 31 January 2018 and Council date stamped 21 February 2018, but modified as follows: 

a) The BESS Assessment included in the SMP must be the finalised report and must be finalised in the BESS tool;
b) Remove the following note from the daylight modelling report: “Note - Should more energy efficient glazing solutions be incorporated to the external glazing within the habitable rooms modelled, such as low-e / tinted glazing; there may be a reduction in daylight levels; depending on the visible light transmittance (VLT%) of the whole window system. Achieving a balance between daylight and energy efficiency will be an important decision for the designers”;
c) The SMP and BESS assessment include commitment to indoor clotheslines. These are not apparent on the plans and should be removed from the report if not provided;
d) The SMP includes on page 24 that “A tap will be installed on all balconies to help facilitate watering and maintenance of balcony planting.” With the BESS assessment claiming the related credit at Urban Ecology 2.4. The commitment must also include installation of a floor waste on all balconies to be accepted per the BESS credit criteria;
e) SMP to confirm if recycling facilities for operational waste will be as 
convenient as general waste. The plans appear to show a single garbage 
chute with diverter (similar to elephant foot type) to allow general waste 
and recycling to be selected at the chute entry at each floor. This is to be 
confirmed;
f) Energy efficiency modelling to demonstrate a maximum NatHERS cooling load of 30 MJ/m2.annum. Apartments 601, 701, 702 and 703 are to be modelled to demonstrate that the maximum cooling load allowable under the BADS related clauses in the VPP would not be exceeded;
all to the satisfaction of the Responsible Authority. 
All works must be undertaken in accordance with the endorsed Sustainability Management Plan to the satisfaction of the Responsible Authority. No alterations to the Sustainable Management Plan may occur without written consent of the Responsible Authority. 

6. Prior to the occupation of the development approved under this permit, a report from the author of the Sustainability Management Plan, approved pursuant to this permit, or similarly qualified person or company, must be submitted to the Responsible Authority. The report must be to the satisfaction of the Responsible Authority and must confirm that all measures specified in the Sustainability Management Plan have been implemented in accordance with the approved plan. The report must confirm construction and demolition waste recycling of minimum of 90% has been achieved. 

7. Concurrent with the endorsement of plans, a landscape plan to be prepared by a landscape architect or suitably qualified or experienced landscape designer, must be submitted to and approved by the Responsible Authority.  When approved, the landscape plan will be endorsed and will then form part of the permit.  The landscape plan must be drawn to scale with dimensions. The landscape plan must be generally in accordance with the landscape concept plan Council dated stamped 21/2/2018 prepared by John Patrick Landscape Architects Pty Ltd but modified to show:

a) Changes to the plan to reflect the amended plans submitted to Council on 27 April 2018 and any other variations required by Condition 1.

8. Before the occupation of the development, the landscaping works as shown on the endorsed plans must be carried out and completed to the satisfaction of the Responsible Authority.  Landscaping must then be maintained to the satisfaction of the Responsible Authority, including that any dead, diseased or damaged plants are to be replaced.

9. Concurrent with the endorsement of plans, a Waste Management Plan must be submitted to and approved by the Responsible Authority. The Waste Management Plan must be generally in accordance with the Waste Management Plan submitted to Council on 5 December 2017 prepared by Ratio and dated 28 November 2017 but modified to show:

a) The Waste Management Plan must concur with the plans as required by Condition 1, including noting the correct number of apartments;

b) Consequently the correct size and/or number of bins is to be confirmed; 

c) The Waste Management Plan must provide the flexibility for future ratepayers to opt for Council waste collections.

When approved, the plan will be endorsed and will then form part of the permit.  Waste collection from the development must be in accordance with the plan, to the satisfaction of the Responsible Authority. 
10. External lighting must be designed, baffled and located so as to prevent any adverse effect on adjoining land to the satisfaction of the Responsible Authority. 

11. Prior to the occupation of the building / commencement of use, the walls on the boundary of the adjoining properties must be cleaned and finished to the satisfaction of the Responsible Authority.

12. A report for the legal point of discharge must be obtained from Council and a drainage design for the development must be prepared by a suitably qualified Engineer in accordance with that report prior to a building permit being issued. All drainage must be by means of a gravity based system with the exception of any basement ramp and agricultural drains which may be pumped. The drainage must be constructed in accordance with the Engineer’s design. 

13. The existing footpath levels in Percy Place must not be lowered or altered in any way at the property line (to facilitate the basement ramp). 

14. Any poles, service pits or other structures/features on the footpath required to be relocated to facilitate the development must be done so at the cost of the applicant and subject to the relevant authority’s consent.

15. All utility services to the subject land and buildings approved as part of this permit must be provided underground to the satisfaction of the Responsible Authority by completion of the development.

16. The project must incorporate the Water Sensitive Urban Design initiatives detailed in the endorsed site plan and/or stormwater management report.

17. All plant and equipment (including air-conditioning units) shall be located or screened so as to minimise visibility from any of the surrounding footpaths and from overhead views and must not be located on balconies. All plant and equipment shall be baffled so as to minimise the emission of unreasonable noise to the environment in accordance with Section 48A of the Environment Protection Act 1970 to the satisfaction of the Responsible Authority.

18. Prior to occupation, access for persons with disabilities must be provided in compliance with the Disability Discrimination Act 1992 and such access must be maintained at all times the building is occupied or in use.

19. Before the commencement of the uses on the land, areas set-aside for parked vehicles and access lanes as shown on the endorsed plans must be: 

a) Constructed to the satisfaction of the Responsible Authority. 

b) Properly formed to such levels that they can be used in accordance with the plans. 

c) Surfaced with an all‑weather sealcoat to the satisfaction of the Responsible Authority. 

d) Drained and maintained to the satisfaction of the Responsible Authority. 

e) Line‑marked to indicate each car space and all access lanes to the satisfaction of the Responsible Authority. Parking areas and access lanes must be kept available for these purposes at all times.

20. Any redundant vehicular crossing must be removed and the footpath and kerb reinstated at the owner’s cost to the satisfaction of Council.

21. Before the commencement of development, excluding demolition, excavation testing and bulk excavation consistent with consultant or auditor requirements, an environmental site assessment of all and/or part of the land, as appropriate, by a suitably qualified environmental professional must be undertaken and submitted to the Responsible Authority for approval, which provides the following information:

a) The nature of the previous and existing land use/activities on the land.

b) An assessment of the potential level and nature of contamination on the land.

c) Advice on whether the environmental condition of the land is suitable for the proposed uses and whether an environmental audit of all or part of the land is recommended.

22. If an environmental audit of all and/or part of the land, as appropriate, is subsequently required, then before the commencement of any building or works excluding demolition, excavation testing and bulk excavation consistent with consultant or auditor requirements, the following must be provided to the Responsible Authority, either:

a A certificate of Environmental Audit issued for the relevant land in accordance with Part 1XD of the Environment Protection Act 1970; or

b A Statement of Environmental Audit issued for the relevant land in accordance with Part 1XD of the Environment Protection Act 1970 stating that the environmental conditions of the relevant land are suitable for a sensitive use (with or without conditions on the use of the site).

23. This permit will expire if one of the following circumstances applies: 

a) The development is not started within two years of the date of this permit. 

b) The development is not completed within four years of the date of this permit. 

c) The use is not commenced within five years of the date of this permit.

d) The use is discontinued for a period of two years or more.
