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Summary
The summary should contain between 75 and 150 words, in the language of the paper or, if you want to add another language you may. The summary should be structured as follows and be very brief: introduction that indicates the objective of the research; methodology; and main findings or conclusions. You should locate the “Summary” for each summary that is included (in the language of the summary) in bold and centered. Each Summary should use the font of the main text. It should be fully indented 0.4 inches (1 cm) on both sides. Below the summaries you should include 5 to 10 key words of short phrases (lexemes or descriptors). Internationally accepted key words and phrases from the field of education should be used to express concepts and contents. The key words should have the same margins as the summary: 0.4 inches (1 cm) on both sides. They should be separated by commas.
Key Words: education, mathematics, sciences, instruction, pedagogy, teacher preparation.

These guideline follow many of the norms established by the APA Style Manual, 6th ed., but not all of them. For publication in the Proceedings it is recommended that you not adopt all of the APA norms. In what follows the relevant details that must be followed will be indicated. You should use this style (the guidelines that follow) that we have named IACME Style.
