Completion and electronic submission Spring 2017
· The deadline for submission is Friday 19. May at 2:00 p.m. In order to be able to submit your thesis, you must have registered as a student for the Spring semester, and you must also register to take the exam in the subject SNE4390 during the Spring semester 2017. Note that the deadline to register as a student and to take the exam in SNE4390 during the Spring semester is 1 February 2017. In order to submit your thesis, you must also have passed all the mandatory components of the Master's program, and you need to have a valid user name and password at the University of Oslo.
· The master’s thesis is to be written in the DUO-format: http://www.ub.uio.no/english/publishing/students/ 
The front page should be filled out as shown in the example title page at the semester page: http://www.uio.no/studier/emner/uv/isp/SNE4390/v17/index.html
· Staring in the Spring semester 2017, it is no longer required to submit a printed version of your master’s thesis. Instead, the submission is now electronic. You are to submit identical .pdf files in both Studentweb and Inspera.

Information about electronic submission via Inspera will be available on the subject page. The Faculty of Educational Sciences offers user information and courses about Inspera. 
· If you want a free printed version of your thesis, the Department of Special Education will cover this, with the condition that you order your issue of your thesis from the printing and copying department at the University of Oslo. You can do this, by following this address: http://www.uio.no/english/services/print/masters-thesis/index.html When you order, please use the local code 180300 and the action code 610155. Select the standard for master’s thesis – two-sided print, black and white, white front page, black back page and black spine. The department does not cover pages that contain colors. If your thesis includes pages that contain colors, you will have to cover the costs yourself. In such case, you will only be able to pay for this with a debit or credit card upon retrieval of your thesis from the copying and printing department.  
· Deadline to receive your grade: No later than 8 weeks after the submission deadline. This means, 8 weeks after 19. May Pursuant to § 6.2 numeral 4 in the Regulations governing studies and examinations at the University of Oslo.
