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2013 CSA Crop Share Full Year Program

Fall 2011, we had lettuce and other greens from our high tunnel until mid-December even though outside temperatures dropped to single digits. In mid-April 2012 we had asparagus coming up before our summer CSA began. We still had some onions in our cooler from the previous summer. All through the winter, we delivered eggs. Everything suggests that we could do more than just a summer only CSA.
We have decided to extend our CSA season to cover the entire year. Members may signup anytime, paying 3 months in advance. The cost for each month is based on the amount of items we expect to have.

CSA, as you know, stands for “Community Supported Agriculture”, which is a way to support local farmers with an extended commitment. You buy a subscription to a “crop share”, and every week you receive a share of whatever fruits and vegetables are being harvested that week. It’s a great way to get a regular supply of super fresh produce, priority on limited items, and a chance to try new things that you might not buy at the store. Obviously, during the winter months, produce will be more limited to greens, stored vegetables and some canned items.
This is our 11th year selling at farmers markets, and our 6th year offering CSA shares. Our program operates year around. May thru October, we deliver shares weekly, and November thru April we deliver every other week. Pickup will be at a Farmers Market, at our farm, and by home delivery.

We offer a full share (at peak season – about a bushel of produce plus 1 dozen eggs) for pickup every week. Half shares will also be available (half bushel, plus eggs every other week) for those that want to start smaller. An Egg Only CSA option is also available to add more eggs to your share, or to just get eggs by themselves. 
Members may subscribe at any time, paying 3 months (13 weeks) at a time. If you let us know in advance, you get credit if unable to pickup – vacations or other reasons. You may suspend your subscription for longer periods. And, of course, you may end your subscription at any time.

As always, your satisfaction is guaranteed. If you have a problem or are otherwise dissatisfied, please talk to us. We will make it right. We’ve enclosed an application that you can fill out and return with your payment to reserve a share or half-share. If you have any questions, please call Phil at 612-308-2664.
