My role was to design and develop an integrated functional regression test tool able to simulate real time trading where multiple traders collaborate using shared books. Tool developed in C# as a plugin that can be loaded into trading applications process space to publish user interaction functionality as a .NET remoting service. This enables trading applications to be remote controlled over a network from a centralized test engine that runs usage scenarios. The work also involved automating the broker clients (i.e. MarketAxess client) to simulate trades initiated from counterparties using the brokers.

Started working at Hutchison3G in Sweden with their content adaptation (transforming content based on phone/browser capabilities using XML/XHTML/XSLT) for two months. Design pattern for the development in Apache Jakarta Struts. In December 2001 recruited over to Hutchison3G UK to start the work on their service portal. The project involved negotiating with developers at Motorola and NEC support for J2ME MIDP (midlet) specification and handset browser support for JavaScript, W3C DOM, XHTML Basic, CSS Mobile and dedicated hardware cache for the portal. The negotiation also involved people from Java Community Process (JSR 118) and people from Symbian / Opera. The development platforms were Windows (cygwin), Linux and Solaris using Apache Jakarta Tomcat and BEA WebLogic (6.1 / 7) as application servers, MySQL and Oracle (8.1.7 / 9i) as database for deployment using WebLogic and Oracle on Solaris. The system modeled in UML (class and sequence diagram) from technical spec using TogetherJ, developed using IDEA IntelliJ IDE and CVS used for source control.

The portal developed in two major physical parts, backend servers implementing business logic and communicating with Oracle DB and legacy systems through TIBCO and frontend servers that communicated with handsets over HTTP. The communication between servers implemented in Java RMI using a command pattern. The frontend servers were implemented in JSP, Servlets and XML/DTD/XSD/XSLT (Xerces, Xalan) using a MVC (model view controller) pattern. The test harness implemented using JUnit including Cactus and HTTPUnit and was run after nightly builds were carried out using the Apache Ant build environment. The system used Log4J as the main logging utility. The portal supports multiple locales including Chinese and Thai using Java resource bundles and UTF-8 encoding. Optimization performed with the use of JProbe but also other techniques such as server side generated graphics (AWT, Swing) needed due to the immaturity (script engine and image rendering speed) of the handsets. The portal is started by pressing the menu hardware key on all Hutchison3G phones sold worldwide. Currently the portal is deployed in UK, Sweden, Denmark, Austria, Italy, Thailand, Australia and Hong Kong. The portal successfully launched on schedule in UK 03/03/03 in connection with the launch of the brand “3” and opening of stores in London. During the development cycle of the project, stable releases were delivered to the other countries every other week and technical tutorials held for the countries receiving the releases.
