Charles de Gaulle is north east of Paris so here are instructions to get to us.
 

Head for Paris on the peage (motorway)
 

Follow signs for any of Bordeaux, Nantes, Orleans as you go round Paris
 

When you are south of Paris follow signs for Orleans and Bordeaux - some of the peage is toll roads where you take a ticket on entry and pay on exit - it is quite easy and you can pay by credit card or euros at the toll booths,
 

At Orleans the motorway splits and you need to follow signs for Blois Tours and Bordeaux.
 

At Tours leave the peage at exit 19 which will probably say Tours Nord and possibly also Tours airport.
 

Follow signs for Tours on the N10
 

As far as I can tell you go over the first roundabout and at the next turn right. You need to follow any signs that say Le Lude, Chateau la Valiere, Le Mans
 

This is a dual carriageway with lots of roundabouts all of which you go straight over. After a while you will see a large Auchan supermarket on the left hand side and at the next roundabout you turn right towards Chateau la Valiere and Le Lude.
 

About a mile further on there is a set of traffic lights and you need to be in the left hand lane of the two that go straight on - there is a left hand one that turns left. Head for Chateau la Valiere and Le Lude.
 

After about 4 miles there is a stretch of 3 lane road - after this ends there is a left hand turn about half a mile later which you take to Pernay - there is a slip road in the middle to make the turn easy.
 

When you get to Pernay go straight on to Ambillou
 

In Ambillou go through the village and take the left turn to Clere les Pins
 

When you get to Clere les Pins you come to a t junction where you turn right and then at the next junction go straight over to Savigne sur Lathan.
 

At Savigne follow the road and at the first junction go straight over. The road then goes round a right hand bend to another junction where you turn left to Rille
 

As you enter Rille you come to a crossroads turn left here and then after a 100 yards just after a bend turn right to Parcay les Pins.
 

When you get to Parcay you come down a slight slope to a crossroads where you follow the road to the left but not the small left turn. This will take you past a garage and the post office.
 

At the end you will see the bar tabac in front of you. Turn right here and then follow the road round to the left.
 

After about 100 yards the road goes round a slight right hand bend and we are on the right immediately after
 

It is about 190 miles altogether and should take roughly 3 and a half hours without rushing.
