What are the likely short and long term impacts of the proposed action on the species or the ecological community?

	There are no foreseeable long term impacts on the populations of the four species at either of the sites. Seed collections will be undertaken following current National Seed Bank protocols that aim to take less than 10% of seed available from a site in a given season. Short term impacts will be a minor reduction in seed set for season for each species at these sites. For three of the species the sites on defence property are the largest known population of the species thus reduce the effects of seed collection on the species as a whole. In the case of Pomaderris reperta, cuttings may be taken in addition to seed but this will also not affect many plants and those individuals will be pruned very minimally to obtain sufficient material.

	We aim to minimise impact to all native vegetation at the sites by keeping vehicles on pre formed tracks where practicable and only moving around the site on foot. Although the species are not known to be affected by diseases such as Phytophthora cinnamomi we will minimise the risk of contamination by ensuring all footwear is clean before entering the sites. The collection of seeds and taking of cuttings is not likely to have significant impacts on the species involved due to the protocols in place to minimise harm.

Why do you believe that the action will contribute significantly to the conservation of listed species/ecological communities, listed migratory species or listed marine species?

	The collection of significant samples of seed from the four species will improve the comprehensiveness of ex situ conservation seed collections for these four threatened species. For both Brachyscome muelleroides and Swainsona murrayana there are no significant seed collections from NSW populations for these species in seed banks. Collections of Lasiopetalum longstamineum and Pomaderris reperta are held in the seed bank at the Australian Botanic Garden at Mt Annan but these are not representative of the species diversity having been sampled from relatively few plants and thus of limited use for species recovery. If possible we intend to contribute to information on the species by carrying out population surveys at the sites to determine population trajectories. Consistent with the conservation advice for the four species there is thus the potential to:

(a) undertake seed germination and/or vegetative propagation trials to determine the requirements for successful establishment if sufficient seed is collected
(b) identify populations of high conservation priority
(c) more precisely assess population size, distribution, ecological requirements. 

(d) enable recovery of additional sites and/or populations via the undertaking of appropriate seed collection and storage

Describe how this will be implemented.

	The species recovery plan 2010 for Brachyscome muelleroides states as an objective to identify key biological functions to help manage the species. This included the need to identify key stimuli for seed germination requirements. This work is not possible without large numbers of seeds to carry out germination experiments. Thus significant collections are a first step to achieving this.
For the other three species I have been working closely with the NSW Office of Environment and Heritage as a state partner to ensure that the activities proposed compliment any actions proposed for the species under the NSW Saving Our Species funding allocated this year (2016). Although these actions do not include translocations or seed collection as part of the species management the ANBG will continue to supply OEH with any information about the species obtained during our activities and provide seed if required in the event of a sudden species decline or to supplement existing locations or establish additional populations.
