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Housekeeping 

As of November 1, 2006, if charging the provider cards to your credit card you will need to supply the following information: name on the credit card, billing zip code, and the v-number on the back of your card.

Rosters need to be complete (names, address including Zip codes) before we can process them.

 Rosters also need to be mail to EMS TC.  There is a late fee for rosters that are more than 10 days late. This fee will be billed to you and will need to be paid within 10 days.   

If rosters are illegible, they will be sent back to either the instructor or the Training Site for clarification.

Rosters need to PRINTED!

 Training Sites need to submit rosters and summaries once a month.

Renewals

Starting in January 2006, you will need to have the following done before new instructor cards are sent.  1. A minimum of 4 classes taught. 2. Be checked off by either a Regional or Training Center Faculty. 3. Instructor Renewal Checklist  returned to the TC, before cards are issued.  Failure to accomplish this will result in you loosing your of instructorship.  

If your file is incomplete you will need to supply all/any information that is missing.
