New rule has been introduced by PCAV regarding credit arrangements and with effective date of 1 January 2006

“8.3a
A maximum of 30 days credit with PCAV or Zone is permitted. Any Club exceeding this limit will immediately forfeit their credit rating and for the following 12 month , must pay in advance for any goods purchased.”

P.C.A.V. REPORT:  presented by Linda Smith

· New Bylaws are now in force as of 1 January, 2006. All clubs should now be in receipt of a copy – request that everyone read them to make themselves aware of the new rules. If you don’t have a copy see Peter Smith to purchase one.
· Some more important changes are:

· No Dc signature required for entry form. However Zone has decided that for all Zone team events a Dc’s signature will be required. The same may apply to Zone clinics if DCI/ZA panel decide.

· All competition entry forms are to be send to me for approval before printing .

· Pony Club sections – No Freshmans – Suggest for these doing the program to call this section now “Graded Training horse trials” or Graded Training Show Jumpimg” etc.- still can give a ribbon for a clear round, but rider must be graded and cannot ride above their grade.
· No Pre grade 5s in any competition. Only pre grade 5’s in zone clinics, camps etc. Please do not put them on your programe.

· Uniforms. If you cannot obtain the colour now for the polo shirt from PCAV you can use another supplier. PCAV still to do the logo. Polo shirts to be approved by the zone first so only get one made up and bring it in.

· Grading cards must be presented at competition. Onus now back on the rider/parent to ensure their grading card is accurate,

· State Dressage and Show Jumping Chanpionship to be held at the weekend in Terang. We wish all our riders good luck and have a fabulous weekend. State badges were presented to all these riders who are competing at that level for the first time.

· PCAV Inter-Zone Team Horse Trials 2006 will be held at Werribee Park on 27th and 28th May. Expression of interest forms will be sent to all clubs with the minutes. Please ensure that you hand them onto your riders and get them back to Zone by 3rd April 2006. Must be accompanied with your cheque payable to the Zone NOT PCAV. We can field 3 teams in each of grade (3 and 4). This is a fabulous event so make sure your riders don’t miss out.
· Zone Team Horse Trials will be held at Yarrambat this year (previously Yeringberg). Fot Teams consisting of gr 2,3 and 4 riders.
· Answers to insurance questions submitted to PCAV.

· Are instructors or parents riding as part of Pony Club activity covered by insurance?

Yes (other than rally as not allowed to ride at rally). Upon completion of day form and payment of $5.00 they are covered for liability insurance only. Not covered for personal accident.
· Is Schooling after event covered?
At an event a rider is covered for insurance from the time they leave home to the tme they arive back home again – “door to door”. However this is a risk management problem as it is  a “foreseeable risk” to allow a rider unsupervised to have another go around the cross country at the end of the day when there is noboduy to supervise. Also if the rider could not get around earlier should they be allowed to have another go without instructions?

If the organising committee appoints someone to sutervise this activity at the end if the day,either a knowledgeable parent or an instructor to take a rider or group of riders around cross country then they would be covered by insurance. The operative word is unsupervised. Children must not be left unsupervised.
This rases further question : When does a competition, rally or activity finish

The expectation is when the rider is free to go home. It is a dubious area if the rider decides to either stay at pony club after everyone has gone home or have another try at the cross country unsupervised, It can be construed that they have waived their right to insurabce to cover them door to dorr if they deviate from going strait home.

· Are instructors/parents allowed to school their horses at lunchtime?

No – only members can ride at a rally.
· Are parents riding in fun ring at Pony Club Gymkhana covered by insurance?

Yes parents can ride upon payment of $5.00 and being listed on day attendance form when Gymkhana has an open section. Christmas Gymkhana should be run as a separate activity to the rally i.e. rally finishes at lunchtime and the run Gymkhana with open section for games and fun ring for everyone to participate.
· If club or zone is affiliated with EFA do they stil need to pay day insurance fee ($5.00)

Yes. This is AON decision not a pony club decision.
· Next PCAV Council meeting will be held on 13 Feb and one of the rules under discussion will be Competing on more than 1 horse. Current rule that only Gr 1,2 and 3 riders can compete on more than 1 horse seems to be inadequate.

· ZA panel may organise a training session for C Certificate organisers if there is interest. Please let them know.

· O level instructor course will again be run in July – more info closer to the date.

· Brenda Mitton reminded all clubs that entry forms for “boys Camp” are available at this meeting. Also forms for various clinics are available on our website. Please inform all riders in plenty of time as these avtivities always fill up very quickly.

· Clarification of rule - Horse trial cross country course is to be closed for 3 weeks prior to competition.
