Business Office, main floor of Duluth City Hall, 3167 Main Street, Duluth, GA.
HOW:
Provide valid identification – GA Driver’s License or other secure/verifiable ID. Pay with cash, credit card, or money order made payable to City of Duluth.



COST:
A non-refundable fee of $35.00 will be collected when applying for a permit. If this is a second alcohol-handling job within the City limits and your first permit has not expired, the fee is $10.00. If this is a renewal and the previous permit has expired, there is a 50% late fee in addition to the $35.00 fee.
