SCOPE OF THE CONFERENCE
The Quantitative InfraRed Thermography (QIRT) conferences constitute a forum for discussing the latest developments of the instrumentation, protocols and analysis, which involve infrared thermography, helping to disseminate the latest results in the field throughout the industrial and research world. After the international conferences held in Paris (QIRT'92), Sorrento (QIRT’94), Stuttgart (QIRT’96), Lodz (QIRT'98), Reims (QIRT'00), the sixth (QIRT’02) will take place in Dubrovnik (Croatia), with the emphasis on the following topics:

Calibration and characterisation of infrared cameras

(
State of the art and evolution in the field of infrared imaging systems allowing quantitative measurements and related storing systems.

Related problems like emissivity determination, absorption in media, spurious radiation, three dimensionality of observed objects, moving targets...

Thermal effects induced e.g. by electromagnetic and acoustic fields or mechanical loading, thermal wave methods; experiments and modelling.

Applications of infrared thermography for radiometry, thermometry and thermal parameter identification in all fields: fluid mechanics material science, non-destructive testing of structures and materials, medical and biomedical sciences, remote sensing, environment, industrial process,...

Predictive maintenance applications, inspection of buildings and structures, fire protection, humanitarian demining.

PRE-CONFERENCE COURSES

Proceeding the conference, four courses are organised: A- Basic Thermography, B- Array Detector Systems, C- Application to Fluids, D- Application to Solids. Each course comprises 4 hours of lectures. The courses A and B are scheduled simultaneously in the morning and the courses C and D in the afternoon. The tuition is 150 EUR per course including tutorial and lunch. Attendants at two courses pay 250 EUR.
