Gift Card (Scrip) Program

Frequently Asked Questions

What is the Gift Card (Scrip) program?  Scrip is one of the PTO fundraising tools for BJCCS.  The PTO purchases Gift Cards (Scrip) at a discount from a variety of retail stores and restaurants through Shop with Scrip.  The Gift Cards (Scrip) are then sold at full price and the discount, is retained by the PTO as profit.

Why should I purchase Gift Cards (Scrip)?  Gift Card (Scrip) profit is split between the PTO and you the BJCCS Family.  60% of the profit made on each Gift Card (Scrip) is retained by the PTO.  40% of the profit made on each Gift Card (Scrip) you purchase is credited to you the BJCCS Family to be used as a tuition credit the following school year.  (minimum $5.00 rebate and tracking runs from July-June)

What does the PTO do with the profits made on the Gift Card (Scrip) program?  The PTO provides $3000 in scholarships to 8th Grade students continuing their education at a catholic high school.  The more profit earned, the more Gift Cards (Scrip) can enrich our student’s education.

Can I get a Gift Card (Scrip) that BJCCS PTO does not have in their inventory?   The PTO currently carries approx 65 retailers ranging from fast food restaurants to fine clothing stores.  Many additional retailers are available.  They can be ordered online by you the BJCCS Family at www.shopwithscrip.com or ordered from the order form in the school office or found on the school website.  Gift Cards (Scrip) not carried in our inventory can take 7-10 days to receive.  
Do I have to go to coffee and donuts to buy Gift Cards (Scrip)?  No!  Gift Cards (Scrip) can be purchased in the school office, in the Connor Center at coffee and donuts following 10:00am mass on Sunday, at most PTO meetings and events and ONLINE at www.shopwithscrip.com.  

How do I purchase Gift Cards (Scrip) online?  Gift Cards (Scrip) can now be purchased online at www.shopwithscrip.com.  Each BJCCS Family will need to register as a family, place the student name and teacher in the appropriate areas, use the enrollment code D44CDB17615L to link to BJCCS (2nd Screen) and you are all set.  

How do I get my Gift Cards (Scrip) if I purchase it online?  When purchasing online you will be prompted to print out a page after completing your order.  Print this page, note how you would like your order to be delivered, attach your check and send it to the school office to be processed.  The order will be delivered based on the method selected.  (pick up at school office, deliver with student in student folder or other as communicated with the Gift Card (Scrip) co-chairs.
Can anyone contribute to my child’s tuition credit with the Gift Card (Scrip) program?  Any reliable family, friend or coworker that you communicate the Gift Card (Scrip) program details with can purchase Gift Cards (Scrip) and request profits to be credited to a specific BJCCS family account.  They can even create their own account at www.shopwithscrip.com and order online.  All they have to do is register as a family, place the student name and teacher in the appropriate areas, use the enrollment code D44CDB17615L to link to BJCS (2nd Screen) and they are all set.

Can I purchase Gift Cards (Scrip) if I do not have a student at Bishop John Carroll Cathdral School?  Yes, we have many parishioners that support our school by purchasing Gift Cards (Scrip).  All profits from your purchase will be credited to the BJCCS PTO.

Can I purchase Gift Cards (Scrip) for the teachers or faculty at Bishop John Carroll Cathedral School?  Gift Cards (Scrip) can be purchased for teachers / faculty at anytime during the school year.  Special orders are taken for Christmas and End of Year Gifts.  Watch the Eagle Lore for information regarding these orders.  Teachers love Gift Cards (Scrip)!

What is ScripNow!?  ScripNow! is the quickest way to purchase scrip for you or a friend.  ScripNow! is an ecard that is available for a number of vendors found on www.shopwithscrip.com.  ScripNow! must be paid for by check to BJCCS before it becomes available to you. (We are not set up for PrestoPay).  Once your ecard is ready you will receive an email with instructions to print out your ecard. You can then head to the store or shop online. 
How does my student qualify for Scrip Out of Uniform?  Out of Uniform days are offered once a month.  To qualify your family must spend a minimum of $250 in scrip gift cards the previous month.  The out of uniform day will be set by the principal and marketed via all school email once a month. (usually first Wednesday of the month) Those that have qualified will be notified by email a few days prior to the out of uniform day.  Should your child be sick or absent on a scheduled out of uniform day that day will be forfeited.  Make up days are not available.
