This listening comprehension test will test your ability to understand spoken English. In this test, each conversation, short talk and question will be spoken JUST ONE TIME. They will not be written out for you. There are three parts to this test. Special instruction will be given to your at beginning of each part.

Part I : Answering Questions.

In Part I, you will hear 15 questions. After you hear a question, read the four choices in your test booklet and decide which one is the best answer to the question you have heard.

Exmple:

You will hear:  Our schedule this week is exceptionally busy, isn’t it?

You will read:  (A) The schedule is on the wall.

             (B) No. I don’t know where it is.

             (C) Yes. We have a lot of work to do.

             (D) Yes. I exercise every evening.

 The best answer to the question “ Our schedule this week is exceptionally busy, isn’t it?” is C: “Yes. We have a lot of work to do.” Therefore, you should choose answer C.

Part II: Conversations
In Part II, you will hear 15 conversations between a man and a woman. After each conversation, you will hear a question about the conversation. After you hear the question, read the four choices in your test booklet and choose the best answer to the question you have read.

Example:

You will hear: (Man) Hand me that wrench, will you?

            (Woman) Are you sure you don’t want to call a plumber?

            (Man) I can fix this myself! Now I need a hammer.

            (Woman) Here you are. I hope you can fix it. The floor is always wet.

            Question: What is the man doing? 

You will read: (A) He is building a table.

          (B) He is constructing a house.

          (C) He is repairing a bicycle.

          (D) He is fixing a leaky pipe.

 The best answer to the question “What is the man doing?” is D: “He is fixing a leaky pipe.” Therefore, you should choose answer D.

Part III: Short Talks

Mrs. Green it has come to my attention that your account is horribly past due. We have not received payment on your credit card in over 60 days. I can be reached at 6789-0932 until 5:30. Thank you and have a nice day.

Question number 1: Why is Mr. Brown calling Mrs. Green?

The best answer to the question “Why is Mr. Brown calling Mrs. Green?” is A: ”To collect money.” Therefore, you should choose answer A.

Then, on you answer sheet, find the number of the question and, mark your answer.

Part III: Reading

In this part of the test, you will find several passages or charts. Each passage or chart is followed by several questions. You are to choose the best answer, A, B, C, or D, to each question on the basis of the information provided or implied in the passage or chart. Then, on your answer sheet find the number of the question and mark your answer.

Example: 

   Many people run for exercise. But what is you are not a “born” runner or jogger? You may still want a kind of exercise that’s inexpensive and easy to do. Why not try walking?

  Walking is something that almost any normal, healthy person can do. It requires no special equipment. Walking can give you many of the same benefits as jogging or running; it will just take longer. Jogging and running make your heart and lungs work harder than walking. They also put more stress on your legs and feet than walking does. 

  The problem with walking as a kind of exercise is that most people don’t take it seriously. But, there’s a big difference between serious walking and the kind of walking that most of us do. Walking, like jogging, should have a steady and continuous motion.

  If you’re going to get your exercise by walking, you need to have your own walking program. After all, runners and joggers set goals for themselves. Walkers need goals, too.
