Computer Communication Review (CCR) is the publication of the ACM Special Interest Group on Data Communication (SIGCOMM) and prints papers and articles on topics within the SIG's field of interest. CCR primarily targets publication of papers that bring out interesting and novel ideas at an early stage in their development. The goals are to allow timely dissemination of new ideas or of works which might be useful to others, and can help trigger additional investigations. Papers submitted to CCR are nevertheless reviewed for relevance and technical correctness and accuracy. In addition, while the novelty and timeliness of a paper's content are the major criteria for its acceptance, this should not come at the cost of style and readability, as even the most original ideas or intriguing results are of little use if they are conveyed in an opaque manner. In other words, even though CCR targets publication of works at an early stage in their development, the need for a clear and concise presentation remains.

The review process is carried out under the responsibility of the CCR editorial board. The present composition of the editorial board is as follows:

Papers will be handled by one of the above editors and in order to be consistent with CCR's goal of timely publications, will typically go through a single, but thorough, round of reviews after which the editor responsible for the paper will make an editorial recommendation regarding the paper. In keeping with CCR's goal of timely publication, the target turn-around time for the review cycle is approximately 8 weeks, so that the majority of accepted papers can be published in the next issue of CCR following their submission. Authors are allowed to appeal editorial decisions, but only if they feel that factual or technical mistakes were made during the review process. In such instances, they can submit a rebuttal of up to 200 words to the area editor in charge of the paper. The editor and the concerned area editor will jointly consider such appeals, and may call on additional reviewers to ensure a fair handling of any such request as well as a prompt resolution and final editorial decision.

Papers accepted for publication are printed in CCR and are also made available on-line through the CCR Archives. However, accepted papers are not subject to the ACM prior publication rule and may later be submitted to other ACM journals for publication. Authors receive complimentary copies of the issue in which their submission is published.

CCR accepts two types of submissions: papers and notes. In broad terms, papers are carefully prepared presentations on topics in the field, while notes are shorter and typically less formal presentations. Examples of notes include corrections to other papers, and very concise, short research contributions.

Note on Bibliographies and Glossaries: Authors interested in submitting bibliographies, glossaries or similar material, including standard updates, are asked to contact the editor in advance. Because of space limits we are restricting the number and types of such works that we publish.

How to Send Submissions

Papers should be sent as MIME attachments by email to the editor. Submissions can be in a number of formats, including:

MS Word. When using MS Word, please use a common font such as Times Roman.

Authors should follow the guidelines in ACM's SIG Proceedings style files in formatting their papers. Submission in other formats may also be possible, but require that you first contact the editor. Please see below for more information on formatting.

In addition to their formatted paper, authors should also send to the editor a separate email with the following information:

Authors of the paper,

A short abstract (100 words or less),

The name and address of the corresponding author.

Format for Papers

Review copies of papers submitted to CCR should conform to the following specifications:

Manuscripts, once printed, should be single spaced (except for papers containing a great deal of mathematical notation; these should be prepared with as little additional line spacing as possible).    The length of the paper should not exceed fifteen (15) pages when formatted for final publication, as described below.

Text width of about 6.25 inches (16 cm) and text length of about 9 inches (23 cm), with all margins (left, right, head and foot) of 1 inch (2.5 cm). Font size should be 10pt or larger; the reviewers will thank you.

Please do not use graphs, charts, or figures that depend on color to be legible.

Once accepted for publication, the authors should submit to the editor a postscript or pdf copy of their paper revised according to the recommendations made by the reviewers. If the paper's acceptance was conditional on specific revisions (editorial or technical), the paper should instead be first sent to the area editor in charge of the paper, who will be responsible for assessing compliance with the recommended changes and for making a final publication recommendation before forwarding the paper to the editor.

The final version of the paper should comply with the "standard" format described on the ACM's page on SIG Proceedings style files. Content formatting should include the following points:

No header or footer information (page numbers, names, report numbers, etc.) should appear on the pages.

The title of the paper, name(s) of author(s), affiliation(s) and e-mail address(es) should appear on the first page (either at the top of the page or in a footnote). A short abstract of approximately 100 words should follow the title, names, and affiliations. The text of the paper should begin a few lines below the abstract.

Format for Notes

The format for notes is less formal than that for papers. The desired format is:

Text width of about 6.25 inches (16 cm) and text length of about 9 inches (23 cm), with all margins (left, right, head and foot) of 1 inch (2.5 cm).

For accepted Notes, no header or footer information (page numbers, names, report numbers, etc.) should appear on the pages.
The name(s) and address(es) of the author(s) must appear somewhere within the document, preferably on the first page. Otherwise, the contents of the document is free form, except that it should not normally exceed five (5) pages and should not contain excessive white space.

Submission of papers
Authors are requested to submit their original manuscript and figures with three copies to the Editor-in-Chief. Address details can be found in the Editorial Board.
It is recognized that computer-oriented papers may have associated with them certain problems involving effective communication, somewhat akin to those dealing with complex experiments. The manner of presentation of concepts, procedures, results and validation warrant particular attention, since it may not always be possible, in a single paper, to present sufficient detail to facilitate reproduction and checking. Thus complementary papers will be considered dealing with details, if authors consider this advisable. Alternatively, reference may be made to supporting reports available to the public or filed with the Editors for reference by readers. Authors are urged to include, where possible, features such as flows charts, algorithms, input-output details, and examples, with pertinent comparisons and critical evaluations.

Although the language of the Journal is primarily English, manuscripts in other languages will be considered.

Submission of a paper implies that it has not been published previously, that it is not under consideration for publication elsewhere, and that if accepted it will not be published elsewhere in the same form, in English or in any other language, without the written consent of the Publisher.

Manuscript preparation
General.

Manuscripts must be typewritten, double-spaced with wide margins on one side of white paper. Good quality printouts with a font size of 12 or 10 pt are required. The corresponding author should be identified (include a fax number and e-mail address). Full postal addresses must be given for all co-authors. Authors should consult a recent issue of the journal for style if possible. An electronic copy of the paper should accompany the final version. The Editors reserve the right to adjust style to certain standards of uniformity. Authors should retain a copy of their manuscript since we cannot accept responsibility for damage or loss of papers. Original manuscripts are discarded one month after publication unless the Publisher is asked to return original material after use.

Paper length. While no maximum length of contributions is prescribed, authors are encouraged to write concisely.

Abstracts. A short abstract should accompany the manuscript on a separate sheet.

Text. Follow this order when typing manuscripts: Title, authors, affiliations, abstract, keywords, main text, acknowledgements, appendix, references, figure captions and then tables. Do not import the figures or tables into your text. The corresponding author should be identified with an asterisk and footnote. All other footnotes (except for table footnotes) should be identified with superscript Arabic numbers.

Units and symbols. Because of the international character of the Journal, no rigid rules concerning notation or abbreviation need to be observed by the authors but each paper should be self-consistent as to symbols and units which should all be properly defined.

References. All publications cited in the text should be presented in a list of references following the text of the manuscript. In the text refer to references by a number in square brackets on the line (e.g. Since Peterson [1]). The full reference should be given in a numerical list at the end of the paper. References should be given in the following form:

Illustrations.
Illustrations are to be restricted to the minimum necessary. All illustrations should be provided in camera-ready form, suitable for reproduction (which may include reduction) without retouching. Photographs, charts and diagrams are all to be referred to as "Figure(s)" and should be numbered consecutively in the order to which they are referred. They should accompany the manuscript, but should not be included within the text. All illustrations should be clearly marked on the back with the figure number and the author's name. All figures are to have a caption. Captions should be supplied on a separate sheet.
Line drawings. Good quality printouts produced in black ink on white paper are required. All lettering, graph lines and points on graphs should be sufficiently large and bold to permit reproduction when the diagram has been reduced to a size suitable for inclusion in the journal. Dye-line prints or photocopies are not suitable for reproduction. Do not use any type of shading on computer-generated illustrations.
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Article structure
Subdivision - numbered sections
Divide your article into clearly defined and numbered sections. Subsections should be numbered 1.1 (then 1.1.1, 1.1.2, ...), 1.2, etc. (the abstract is not included in section numbering). Use this numbering also for internal cross-referencing: do not just refer to 'the text'. Any subsection may be given a brief heading. Each heading should appear on its own separate line.
Introduction
State the objectives of the work and provide an adequate background, avoiding a detailed literature survey or a summary of the results.
Material and methods
Provide sufficient detail to allow the work to be reproduced. Methods already published should be indicated by a reference: only relevant modifications should be described.
Conclusions
The main conclusions of the study may be presented in a short Conclusions section, which may stand alone or form a subsection of a Discussion or Results and Discussion section.
Vitae
Include in the manuscript a short (maximum 100 words) biography of each author, along with a passport-type photograph accompanying the other figures.
Essential title page information
• Title. Concise and informative. Titles are often used in information-retrieval systems. Avoid abbreviations and formulae where possible.
• Author names and affiliations. Where the family name may be ambiguous (e.g., a double name), please indicate this clearly. Present the authors' affiliation addresses (where the actual work was done) below the names. Indicate all affiliations with a lower-case superscript letter immediately after the author's name and in front of the appropriate address. Provide the full postal address of each affiliation, including the country name and, if available, the e-mail address of each author.
• Corresponding author. Clearly indicate who will handle correspondence at all stages of refereeing and publication, also post-publication. Ensure that telephone and fax numbers (with country and area code) are provided in addition to the e-mail address and the complete postal address. Contact details must be kept up to date by the corresponding author.
• Present/permanent address. If an author has moved since the work described in the article was done, or was visiting at the time, a 'Present address' (or 'Permanent address') may be indicated as a footnote to that author's name. The address at which the author actually did the work must be retained as the main, affiliation address. Superscript Arabic numerals are used for such footnotes.

Abstract
A concise and factual abstract is required. The abstract should state briefly the purpose of the research, the principal results and major conclusions. An abstract is often presented separately from the article, so it must be able to stand alone. For this reason, References should be avoided, but if essential, then cite the author(s) and year(s). Also, non-standard or uncommon abbreviations should be avoided, but if essential they must be defined at their first mention in the abstract itself.
Graphical abstract
A Graphical abstract is optional and should summarize the contents of the article in a concise, pictorial form designed to capture the attention of a wide readership online. Authors must provide images that clearly represent the work described in the article. Graphical abstracts should be submitted as a separate file in the online submission system. Image size: Please provide an image with a minimum of 531 × 1328 pixels (h × w) or proportionally more. The image should be readable at a size of 5 × 13 cm using a regular screen resolution of 96 dpi. Preferred file types: TIFF, EPS, PDF or MS Office files. Highlights

Highlights are a short collection of bullet points that convey the core findings of the article. Highlights are optional and should be submitted in a separate file in the online submission system. Keywords
Immediately after the abstract, provide a maximum of 6 keywords, using American spelling and avoiding general and plural terms and multiple concepts (avoid, for example, 'and', 'of'). Be sparing with abbreviations: only abbreviations firmly established in the field may be eligible. These keywords will be used for indexing purposes.
Abbreviations
Define abbreviations that are not standard in this field in a footnote to be placed on the first page of the article. Such abbreviations that are unavoidable in the abstract must be defined at their first mention there, as well as in the footnote. Ensure consistency of abbreviations throughout the article.
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Collate acknowledgements in a separate section at the end of the article before the references and do not, therefore, include them on the title page, as a footnote to the title or otherwise. List here those individuals who provided help during the research (e.g., providing language help, writing assistance or proof reading the article, etc.).
Math formulae
Present simple formulae in the line of normal text where possible and use the solidus (/) instead of a horizontal line for small fractional terms, e.g., X/Y. In principle, variables are to be presented in italics. Powers of e are often more conveniently denoted by exp. Number consecutively any equations that have to be displayed separately from the text (if referred to explicitly in the text).
Footnotes
Footnotes should be used sparingly. Number them consecutively throughout the article, using superscript Arabic numbers. Many wordprocessors build footnotes into the text, and this feature may be used. Should this not be the case, indicate the position of footnotes in the text and present the footnotes themselves separately at the end of the article. Do not include footnotes in the Reference list.
Table footnotes
Indicate each footnote in a table with a superscript lowercase letter.
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• Make sure you use uniform lettering and sizing of your original artwork.

Citation in text

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Style
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In-Text Citations:

In-text citations should appear with author surname followed by publication year in parentheses.

Example: (Brown, 2002)

Variations of in-text citations:

Citing several references in-text:

In alphabetical order, each citation is separated by a semicolon and ampersand (&). The word, “and” should not be used to separate entries.

Example: In most organizations, data resources are considered to be a major resource (Brown, 2002; Krall & Johnson, 2005; Smith, 2001).

Citing author within sentence if author’s name is mentioned directly within the manuscript text:

Example: Brown (2002) states that the value of data is recognized by most organizations.

Direct quote in-text citations:

Example: “In most organizations, data resources are considered to be a major organization asset” (Smith, 2001, pp. 35-36) and must be carefully monitored by the senior management.

Example: Brown (2002) states that “the value of data is realized by most organizations” (p. 45).

In-text citations should not appear numbered:

Incorrect: In most organizations, data resources are considered to be a major resource [15; 30; 84].

Correct: In most organizations, data resources are considered to be a major resource (Brown, 2002; Krall & Johnson, 2005; Smith, 2001).

For quotes exceeding 40 words, quotes should be formatted as a block quote (a block quote uses no quotation marks, and its margins are indented from the left; a period is placed before the parenthetical in-text citation):

Example: As an ever-growing number of people around the world have gained access to e-mail and Internet facilities, it has become clear that the communicative environment provided by these tools can foster language learning. E-mail facilitates access to speakers of one's target language. (Vinagre & Lera, 2007, p. 35)

Note: For more than 2 paragraphs of block quoted text, permission must be acquired from the copyright holder for use of the quote before IGI Global will publish the manuscript.

Editorial Issues:

Manuscripts should be submitted as an email attachment in .doc or .docx format to the Editor-in-Chief of the particular journal to which you are submitting. The main body of the e-mail message should contain the title of the paper and the names and addresses of all authors. Manuscripts must be in English.

All manuscripts undergo a double-blind peer-review process. Manuscripts should be stripped of identifying information of the author and co-authors.

A cover page should accompany the manuscript and include all contact information for all manuscript authors (affiliation, postal address, email address, and phone number).

Manuscript formatting:

Abstract. An Abstract must be included in the manuscript and should be between 100-150 words, precisely summarizing the mission and objective of the manuscript.

Manuscript Requirements:

All Manuscript Submissions should follow the below requirements:

2. Copy editing and proofreading: Manuscripts should be submitted grammatically and stylistically adequate. SCHOLARLY PUBLICATION

A. Initial Decisions

IEEE Transactions, Journals, and Letters are published by

the individual societies within the IEEE representing the various fields of engineering interest. Each society/publication has its own requirements and procedures for peer review, the first step towards publication of a paper. Individual publications often give details on how the manuscript should be prepared for peer review on one of their covers.
Papers submitted for publication in the IEEE Transactions, Journals, and Letters are generally to be sent directly to the Editor(s)-in-Chief, although some publications prefer that papers be delivered through a support office at a different location. The names and addresses of the EICs and support offices can be found on the inside covers of the publications or at www.ieee.org/organizations/pubs/guide.html. The PROCEEDINGS OF THE IEEE is an IEEE general sponsored publication with paid subscription. It does not represent one particular field of engineering interest as in Transactions, Journals, and Letters. Therefore, its manuscripts are reviewed with different criteria, but follow the same general publishing procedures (or criteria) of an IEEE society-sponsored publication.

It is the responsibility of authors who either: 1) are U.S. nationals (including green card holders); 2) work for a U.S.-based organization, regardless of where they are physically located; or 3) work at a U.S. location of a non-U.S.-based organization, to ensure that papers submitted for publication do not violate the U.S. International Traffic In Arms Regulation (ITAR). ITAR oversees articles and services covered by the U.S. Munitions List. Information in the public domain is outside the purview of ITAR. (Note: Company information that is proprietary is not considered to be in the public domain.) Authors submitting papers based on defense-related contracts should be sure to

adhere to any and all information-release clauses in those contracts. IEEE assumes that meeting government contract obligations satisfies the requirements of ITAR compliance. Periodicals editors should be sure to make mention of these responsibilities when soliciting submissions. Formats IEEE Transactions generally contain major manuscripts approximately 8 to 10 printed pages or 24 to 30 double-spaced pages.

IEEE Journals follow the same length criteria as Transactions, but often are focused on selected topics and more specialized areas of interest. IEEE Letters are generally short papers of approximately three to four printed pages or nine double-spaced pages.

C. Peer Review

After the Editor/Editor-in-Chief of a publication determines that a paper is suitable for his/her publication, it will be forwarded to a group of reviewers selected for their expertise in a given field. During this process, an author is often asked to expand, rewrite, or explain further the content of his/her paper. It is not uncommon that an author is asked to provide another draft with the suggested changes for further review.

D. Final Acceptance

Once a manuscript has received the final approval of the reviewers and Editor-in-Chief, the author will be notified and sent an IEEE Copyright Form. He/she will be asked to

prepare the manuscript for final electronic publication and to possibly complete an additional information form. (See details in following sections.) E. Preparation of Electronic and Final Manuscripts The author will need to check the electronic guidelines on final preparation for production of manuscripts and graphics. Note: A manuscript cannot enter the final production process at IEEE unless a copyright form has been signed and forwarded with the manuscript.

If an author's disk or e-mailed manuscript cannot be processed due to technical difficulties, he/she will be notified by the IEEE Transactions/Journals Department and asked to provide another copy. If the author's graphics are not reproducible, he/she will be contacted by the IEEE Transactions/Journals Department and asked to provide a new set of graphics for the manuscript or to sign a disclaimer. 4. References should appear in a separate bibliography at the end of the paper. References should be complete and in IEEE style. Style for papers: Author (with initials first), title, journal title, volume number, inclusive page number, month, year. 5. Figure captions should be on a separate sheet in proper style for typesetting.
6. Departures from the above style may delay publication.
Style for Illustrations
1. Originals of drawings and glossy print photographs should be sharp and of good contrast. Line drawings should be in black ink on a white background. Use 8 1/2" x 11" size sheets to simplify handling of the manuscript. Template lettering is recommended: typing on figures is not acceptable. Lettering should be large enough to permit legible reduction of the figure to column width, perhaps as much as 4:1.
2. Identify each illustration on the back or at the bottom of the front with the figure number and name of author(s). Indicate the top of a photograph. Captions lettered on figures will be blocked out in reproduction in favor of typeset captions.
Copyright:
It is the policy of the IEEE to own copyright to the technical contributions it publishes on behalf of the interests of the IEEE, its authors, and their employers, and to facilitate the appropriate reuse of this material by others. Authors must submit a signed copy of this form with their manuscripts.
Submissions
There are two ways to submit a manuscript. The first is to send five copies of your manuscript to the Editor*. Each copy should be complete with illustrations and should be accompanied by a separate sheet containing the address to which proofs and other correspondence can be sent.
The second submission method is to send your manuscript in Portable Document Foramt (PDF) as an e-mail attachment to jssc-subm@ieee.org This e-mail address is being protected from spam bots, you need JavaScript enabled to view it . In the body of the e-mail message, include the name, address, phone number, fax number and e-mail address of the contact author, as well as the manuscript title and authors' names. Also be prepared to submit original illustrations immediately upon acceptance of your manuscript. In the case of regular papers, also be prepared to provide a brief technical biogrpahy and photograph of each author.
Review Process
The review process usually requires about three months. The author is then notified of the decision of the Editor or Associate Editor based on reviewer recommendations. The authors may be asked to modify the manuscript if it is not accepted, or rejected in its original form. The elapsed time between receipt of a manuscript and publication is usually about 12 months.
Disk Copy of Accepted Manuscripts
After a manuscript has been accepted for publication, a disk copy of the manuscript should be included on a disk or tape along with the final paper copy of the manuscript. Please do not submit electronic versions of manuscripts that have not been accepted for publication.
The following is a list of general guidelines for submission of electronics media by prospective authors:
* The operating system and word processing software used to produce your document should be noted on your disk and summarized on a JSSC floppy disk information form, which should be included with the disk. In the case of UNIX media, the method of extraction (i.e. tar, bar, dump) should also be noted.
* The hardcopy should match its companion disk exactly. Any changes that have been made the hardcopy should be incorporated into the disk.
* The disk/tape should be labeled with the file name(s) relating to the manuscript.
* No program files should be included in disk.
* Package floppy disks in such a way as to minimize possible damage in transit.
* Include a flat ASCII version on the disk with the word-processed version, if possible.
* Adhere to the accepted style of this JOURNAL, as much as possible.
While many processing programs are acceptable for submission to IEEE electronic production, the use of certain programs enables the preservation of the greatest amount of information and reduces significantly the possibility of error. TeX or LaTeX are preferred. Word is also acceptable. ILLUSTRATIONS:

Illustrations should be kept to a minimum. Figures and photos should be original proofs and not Xeroxes. Photos must be glossy prints with no screens. Letters and symbols should be large enough to be readily legible when the drawing is reduced to a one-column width, as much as a 4:1 reduction from the original. Creating good PDF files:

Keep your reviewers happy!

Use only embeddable Type 1 (Postscript) or True Type fonts. Do not use bitmapped, or Type 3 fonts. Use of Type 3 fonts results in files that are often nearly unreadable on screen.

Embed all fonts into the PDF file. Failure to do this can result in files with text, and particularly equations, that are incorrect or unreadable.

Subset fonts at a threshold of 100%.

Create the PDF file on the same computer where the original document was created. This will insure that the fonts necessary for viewing and printing the resulting PDF file are available during PDF creation.

Do not use Adobe PDFWriter, period. Use Acrobat Distiller or Ghostscript instead. PDFWriter does not produce acceptable PDF files except under very limited circumstances.

Preview the PDF file you generate to verify its correctness. View the file with local fonts turned off (if possible) or go to another computer, preferably one with no special fonts installed, and view the PDF file.

Review Process

3 Ensure that new, innovative techniques for presenting information contains adequate comparison to currently-accepted approaches for presenting the same information,

4 Avoid detailed figures, tables, graphs, pictures, and diagrams that rely on color,

5 Understand that lengthy manuscripts will incur an over page  charge, and

6 Ensure that the manuscript contains an abstract, keywords, and author biographical information.

Manuscript Format

In preparing manuscripts, the following constraints should be followed.

1 Use ¡etter-size  pages, i.e., 22 cm x 28 cm  (8.5 inches x 11 inches)

2 Use Arial, 12-point English font

3 Double space between each typed line of the manuscript

4 Provide a 2.5 cm margin (1 inch) for the top, bottom, left, and right margins

5 Place the manuscript title, name(s) of the author(s), and an informative abstract (100- to 250-words for a regular paper and 50-words for a short paper or correspondence)

6 Refrain from using encryption schemes when preparing PDF files

7 Clearly label location for placement of each graphic within the manuscript if the graphics are presented at the end of the manuscript

8 Use metric units

9 Use only standard symbols and abbreviations unless defined when first used in the text

10 Ensure that all subscripts, superscripts, Greek letters, and mathematical symbols are clearly identified

11 Ensure that bibliographies are complete
Manuscript Style

Manuscript authors are expected to meet the highest standards of writing quality and adhere to the following guidelines.

1 Use a clear, easy-to-follow outline

2 Use first-order, second-order, and third-order headings to assist the reader in following the presentation

3 Write in the third person  avoid use of first person

4 Define all acronyms on first use

If English is not the first language of the author, a person having English as a first language should be used to review the manuscript and offer editorial changes before submission.

Manuscript Submission

Manuscripts are processed using an electronic environment.  Authors submit their manuscript electronically on the web; reviews are accomplished electronically; and an electronic record is maintained of all key interactions relative to each manuscript.  The system is know as IEEE Manuscript Central and was developed by ScholarOne.

The web site can be found at http://te-ieee.manuscriptcentral.com.  From this entry page, access can be obtained to all information required for the submission of a manuscript.  The main page of the site contains three icons.  Two of these icons, the icon entitled "Create a New Account" and the icon entitled "Instructions and Forms", should be activated during the first entry to the site.  Activation of the "Create a New Account" icon provides information about how to gain site access after a manuscript has been submitted.  The "Instructions and Forms" icon opens a page that presents four new icons.  An icon entitled "Journal Information for Authors" provides an overview of the submission process which indicates that the submission process requires that manuscripts be submitted either as a PDF document or as a Postscript document.  The icon entitled "Submit PDF Manuscript" provides detailed information on how to prepare a PDF file, and the icon entitled "Submit Postscript Manuscript" provides detailed information on how to submit a Postscript file.  Each page of Manuscript Central contains a "Get Support Now" button that can be activated if difficulty is encountered during the submission process.

One special note:  The name assigned to the manuscript file must contain only letters and numbers.  DO NOT use non-alphanumeric characters or spaces in the file name.  Manuscript Central does not read files that contain non-alphanumeric characters and/or spaces in a file name.

Manuscript Review

The review process encompasses seven steps.

1 When a manuscript is received on Manuscript Central, the Editorial Administrator (EA) is automatically notified by electronic mail.

2 The EA ensures that manuscript documentation has been completed and notifies the Editor-in-Chief (EIC) that the manuscript is ready for assignment.

3 The EIC ensures that the manuscript appears to be within the scope of the Transactions and assigns the manuscript to a subject-matter Associate Editor (AE) that will be responsible for conducting the peer review of the manuscript.

4 The AE then selects a minimum of three subject-matter experts to review the manuscript and initiates the review process.

5 Upon completion of manuscript review, each reviewer completes two detailed evaluations  one for the editorial leadership and one for the author(s).

6 When all reviews are completed, the AE collects review comments, coordinates the comments, drafts a recommendation based upon reviewer recommendations and personal evaluation of the manuscript, and forwards the recommendation to the EIC for final editorial decision.

7 The EIC reviews the recommendation along with reviewer comments, arrives at a final decision, and notifies the corresponding author of the results of the review.

Manuscript Decisions

Manuscript evaluations are assigned one of four outcomes: Accept, Minor Revisions, Major Revisions, and Reject.  Clearly, the review process results in an extremely low percentage of submitted manuscripts receiving an "Accept" evaluation on the first review.  Most manuscripts require revision!  Manuscripts requiring Minor Revision may or may not require a second review.  The nature of the required revision(s) will be the determining factor.  All manuscripts receiving a "Major Revision" evaluation must be subjected to a second review.  Where possible, the same AE and reviewers will be used to accomplish the second review to ensure consistency between the initial review and the second review.  Rejected manuscripts are given no further consideration.

Manuscript Pre-Publication Activities

Once a decision has been made to publish a manuscript, the EA has the responsibility for accomplishing a final review of the manuscript for English grammar, spelling, punctuation, and correct word usage.  The corresponding author is provided with editorial corrections that will need to be made in final manuscript preparation along with a list of all items that must be submitted in the publication packet.  Once a complete publication packet has been received and verified, the manuscript is placed in the queue for a future issue of the Transactions.

Closing Comment

Authors should remember that, with the exception of the EA, all members of the editorial team are volunteers having employment that makes significant time demands.  Service activities for IEEE must, by nature, not be a top priority.  Authors should not become upset or discouraged if the time lapse between submission and decision is longer than desired

If the text is composed/typeset, the line spacing must be 3 lines/inch and the type-size 12 points. Paper size must be A4 or 8.5 x 11 inches (21.5 x 28 cm); trim if necessary. All non camera-ready material (abstract, biographies, footnotes, references, figure captions, etc) must be double-spaced (3 lines/inch or 24-point spacing). This enables the editors to annotate the manuscript.

Each manuscript must include the following three things (in the indicated order) at the front of the paper:

Key Words: See a recent issue of Transactions for the content & style of this section. (Reader Aids have been discontinued.)

Summary & Conclusions: The Summary portion answers the question, "What did you accomplish?" and is based on information in the manuscript. It is not the place to introduce new thoughts, data, or analysis. The Conclusions explain why the results are useful and why the work is of interest to the reliability community. Equations and reference numbers may not appear here. The length must not exceed 1 manuscript page.

Introduction: The Introduction puts the paper into perspective for the reader. What are you doing? Why are you doing it? What methods did you use? What is the sequence of the presentation? Equations should be avoided in the Introduction. An Acronym list and a Notation list should be included if acronyms and math-notation are used in the manuscript.

 References: The list of references must be numbered consecutively and should include (in the following order) author name(s), title, journal (or book & publisher), volume, year & month of publication, inclusive page numbers. 
Illustrations: Line drawings are preferable to photographs. All line drawings (e.g., graphs, charts, block diagrams, cutaways) must be black and white, clear, free of extraneous marks, and be ready for scanning/conversion to an electronic file. Only the main coordinate lines ought to show in graphs; the original graph paper usually has too many lines on it. Use lettering large enough to stand reduction, in most cases to a 3.50 inch (89 mm) column width. Show the figure numbers on each illustration. All drawings & photographs must meet the size requirements in Manuscripts.

Author(s): Use an Acknowledgement to credit the people who helped with the research but did not write the paper.

Enclose a current biography in narrative format; each biography must be less than 1/2 manuscript page and all together must fit on 1 manuscript page. Provide the exact/complete mailing address (including title, if desired) in the exact format for copying directly onto an envelope. See the Managing Editor's address above for an example. ALWAYS list the country. Internet (e-mail) addresses are published if available.

Refereeing: The names of referees are not made known to authors. Likewise, papers are identified to referees only by title and an assigned unique serial number. Thus, authors who wish to be anonymous to referees need only leave their names off the manuscripts. If the authors' names are not on the manuscript, they must be provided on a separate sheet.

Accepting Paper and Electronic File: After a paper is accepted for publication (by both the Associate Editor and the Managing Editor), the Managing Editor requests an electronic file. We prefer TeX or LaTeX. WordPerfect is the next choice. Receiving such a file is essential for reasonable processing of the paper.

Voluntary Page Charges: The page proofs of an accepted paper are accomplished by the white form, 'IEEE Voluntary Page-Charges & Reprint-Order Form'. A separate sheet gives more detail about them. While your response does not affect publication, we strongly encourage you to see that the Voluntary Page Charges are paid. If paid, you will receive (no extra charge) 100 reprints of the published paper.

General: Material not accepted for publication will be returned upon request. Look at previous issues for style of referring to equations & references, as well as for general style. Look at the remainder of this Information for Readers & Authors for some notation & nomenclature standards.

Therefore, it is the intent of the Transactions on Robotics and Automation to publish application papers for the purpose of archiving important practical technical results and contributions.
Definition of an Applications Paper
An applications paper is one which may cover aspects of the design, implementation, and operation of full-scale prototype, or fielded, systems involving robotics and automation. New and creative uses of established practices can be the subject of applications papers. Editorial Process for Applications Papers

Applications papers will be subjected to the same editorial standards, requirements, and processes as all manuscripts submitted to the IEEE Transactions on Robotics and Automation. Please refer to the Information for Authors presented on the back cover of each issue. It is recognized that the technical expertise required for effective peer review of applications papers is somewhat different than research-oriented papers. The editorial board of the Transactions includes specific associate editors with applied research and development experience and interests who will administer the review of application papers.

Desirable Subjects and Themes

These are simply indications of the types of things that are of interest, and are not meant to be all inclusive. Applications papers which provide innovative and current results regarding all aspects of industrial, or prototype, working systems, including design methods, design results, implementation details that have general applicability, scheduling, control, and operational performance analysis, are of interest. Diverse applications in manufacturing, military, space, nuclear, undersea, health, and rehabilitation domains, to name a few, are desired. Important Attributes

Effective applications papers should describe the relevance of the reported work and place emphasis on new results which are of general interest.
Citation of Relevant Literature. The introduction and background sections of the paper must include a comprehensive citation of relevant publications including a thorough analysis of prior work. It is recognized that within the applications domain this may be difficult in specific situations. Nonetheless, it is incumbent on authors to address the relevance of prior work carefully and thoroughly.
New Application Results. Effective papers will provide readers with new information pertaining to robotics and automation technology applications. Novelty can involve aspects of safety, cost, technical performance, unique requirements, extension of prior application limits, and usefulness in other domains. New results can relate to technology advancement in the sense of ultimate commercial value and impact and corresponding development requirements. Such application results may provide important pointers toward new research requirements.

Cautions

As stated earlier, applications papers must adhere to the same standards as all archival publications. There are two particular aspects of this type of paper which author must be sensitive to as they prepare their manuscripts.

Design Reports. An archival application paper should be more than a design report which only discusses the use of established practices. It should go beyond the design process to include things such as analysis and critique of the design methodologies, operational performance evaluation, comparisons between alternative approaches and designs, or proposals for the needs for new methodologies or theories.
Commercial Products. It is appropriate to objectively discuss implementation and technical performance factors pertaining to commercial products in the context of system design and operational evaluation. It is inappropriate to attempt to use a Transactions paper to advertise, or market, specific products. It is also inappropriate to denigrate particular products within the text of a paper. It is, however, reasonable to allow defensible engineering results and experimental data to reflect the performance and characteristics of products. Simply put: the Transactions shall not be used to either "sell" or "bash" products.

Manuscript Specifications

TSE manuscript types and submission length guidelines are as follows:

*Special Issue papers must adhere to the same page limit as regular papers. Please contact our Peer Review Supervisor for more information regarding Special Issue papers.

A double-spaced page is defined as an 8.5" x 11" page with 12-point type and 24-point vertical spacing, containing approximately 250 words. Margins should be one inch all around (for top, bottom, right, and left).

Submissions must include all of the following: abstract, keywords, illustrations, and bibliography. An abstract should be 100 to 200 words for regular papers, no more than 50 words for short papers, and should clearly state the nature and significance of the paper. Abstracts must not include mathematical expressions or bibliographic references. Keywords should be taken from the taxonomy. Keywords should closely reflect the topic and should optimally characterize the paper. References should appear in a separate bibliography at the end of the paper, with items referred to by numerals in square brackets. Figures and tables must be sized as they are to appear in print. Figures should be placed exactly where they are to appear within the text. We ask that authors embed the figures in order to provide a smoother review process for the editors and reviewers. Figures not correctly sized will be returned to the author for reformatting. The IEEE Computer Society accepts supplemental materials for review.

Review Process

The length of the review process varies between papers, and many factors affect the time it takes to review a paper. The time it takes for an Associate Editor to be assigned and for qualified referees to be located who are available to handle the review of a paper depends on the complexity and the type of material submitted for review. TSE makes a concerted effort to keep the review time to a minimum that is consistent with keeping TSE's reputation for quality and integrity. Each submission placed into review is sent to at least three reviewers, making one submission correspond to roughly three review requests. Based on this information, the review process may take approximately six months to be completed.

Mandatory Overlength Page Charges

Submission length restrictions not only encourage authors to submit concise papers that readers will appreciate but they help to keep the review process timely. In hardship cases, please send us one original copy of the paper for scanning and the reason why it could not be submitted electronically. Please note that this form of submission will significantly slowdown the review process.

If the manuscript has been presented, published, or submitted for publication elsewhere, please inform the Editor. Our primary objective is to publish technical material not otherwise available, but we do occasionally publish papers of unusual merit that have appeared or will appear elsewhere.

B. Style for Manuscript

Use double-space and 11 pt or larger (12 pt recommended). Please have your text fit in 8.5x11in. (21.6x27.9 cm) sheets. Print on one side of sheet only for submission on paper. Good office-duplicated copies are acceptable. Often, reviewers wish to write comments directly on a manuscript. This is not possible when the manuscript is single space or photo-reduced. In addition, you will be asked for a double-space manuscript in the event of acceptance of your manuscript.

Regular papers are normally about 12 Transactions pages in length, or shorter. Technical correspondences are generally no more than 6 Transactions pages in length. C. Style for Illustrations

On graphs, show only the coordinate axes, or at most the major grid lines to avoid a dense hard-to-read result.

All lettering should be large enough to permit legible reduction of the figure to column width, sometimes as much as 4 to 1. There should only be one illustration per page and only illustrations should be included in the set of illustrations. Please be very sure that your lettering is sufficiently large such that it will be readable after photo-reduction.

If an illustration is to be reproduced in color the author is responsible for the incremental cost of printing in color.

D. Voluntary Page and Excess Page Charges

If the manuscript has been presented, published, or submitted for publication elsewhere, please inform the Editor. Our primary objective is to publish technical material not otherwise available, but we do occasionally publish papers of unusual merit that have appeared or will appear elsewhere.

B. Style for Manuscript

Use double-space and 11 pt or larger (12 pt recommended). Please have your text fit in 8.5x11in. (21.6x27.9 cm) sheets. Print on one side of sheet only for submission on paper. Good office-duplicated copies are acceptable. Often, reviewers wish to write comments directly on a manuscript. This is not possible when the manuscript is single space or photo-reduced. In addition, you will be asked for a double-space manuscript in the event of acceptance of your manuscript.

Regular papers are normally about 12 Transactions pages in length, or shorter. Technical correspondences are generally no more than 6 Transactions pages in length. The maximum number of Transactions pages for a review paper is 18. Please see the discussion in Section D on excess page charges for charges that are imposed when manuscripts exceed these limits..

Since the TRANSACTIONS publishes only in English, contributors for whom English is not a native language should consult a colleague who is familiar with the English language, prior to submitting the paper, for the purpose of editing the original manuscript.

References should appear in a separate section at the end of the paper, double-spaced, with items referred to by numerals in square brackets. References must be complete and in IEEE style: Style for papers: Author, first initials followed by last name, title in quotations, periodical, volume, page numbers, month, year. Style for books: Author, title. Location: publisher, year, chapter, and page numbers (if desired). See any issue of the Transactions for examples.

Provide a separate sheet listing all figure captions.

Authors of accepted papers will be asked to supply a head and shoulders photograph of themselves and a technical biography. The biography should be in the form used in IEEE TRANSACTIONS, consisting of three paragraphs of information: name, where and when born, degrees earned, field(s) of study, school, city, state; chief employment dates, organizations, positions held, type of work, responsibilities, present position; and professional society membership, offices, awards.

Accepted papers will rapidly appear on the Web in the IEEE XPLORE system approximately three weeks after corrected page proofs are received from an author. C. Style for Illustrations

Originals for illustrations (including tables) should be sharp, noise-free, and of good contrast as they will be photographed or electronically scanned. We regret that we cannot provide drafting or art service.

On graphs, show only the coordinate axes, or at most the major grid lines to avoid a dense hard-to-read result.

All lettering should be large enough to permit legible reduction of the figure to column width, sometimes as much as 4 to 1. There should only be one illustration per page and only illustrations should be included in the set of illustrations. Please be very sure that your lettering is sufficiently large such that it will be readable after photo-reduction.

If an illustration is to be reproduced in color the author is responsible for the incremental cost of printing in color.

D. Voluntary Page and Excess Page Charges

After a manuscript has been accepted for publication, the author's company or institution will be requested to pay a voluntary charge of $110 per printed page to cover part of the cost of publication. These page charges, like those for journals of other professional societies, are not obligatory nor is their payment a prerequisite for publication. The author will receive 100 free reprints without covers if this charge is honored. A mandatory over length page charge of $175 is required for each page in excess of 12 pages for a regular paper, 6 pages for technical correspondences, and 18 pages for a review paper. Author who are concerned with these latter charges are encouraged to estimate the length of their manuscripts prior to submission. Detailed instructions on payment of these charges will accompany the page proof.

E. Electronic Publishing

The IEEE is now able to set galley proofs directly from a Windows, or Macintosh formatted disk. Most word processing formats are supported to some extent but TeX, LaTeX, or Troff are the preferred editors. All manuscripts will be assessed by at least two (anonymous) referees.

Upon acceptance of an article, the author(s) will be asked to transfer copyright of the article to the publisher. This transfer will ensure the widest possible dissemination of information.

Accepted languages are English (preferred), French and German.

The text of the paper should be preceded by an abstract of no more than 200 words in English, and, if possible, in French and German. Abstracts should contain the substance of the methods and results of the paper. Page proofs will be sent to the principal author with an offprint order form. Twenty-five off prints of each article can be ordered free of charge. Costs arising from alterations in proof, other than of printer's errors, will be charged to the authors.

All pages should be numbered. The first page should include the article title and the author's name and affiliation, as well as a name and mailing address to be used for correspondence and transmission of proofs. The second page should include a list of unusual symbols used in the article and the number of pages, tables and figures. It should also contain the keywords in English.

Figures

All illustrations are to be considered as figures, and each should be numbered in sequence with Arabic numerals. The drawings of the figures must be originals, drawn in black india ink and carefully lettered, or printed on a high-quality laser printer.

Each figure should have a caption and these should be listed on a separate sheet. Care should be taken that lettering on the original is large enough to be legible after reduction. Each figure should be identified.The approximate place of a figure in the text should be indicated in the margin. In case the author wishes one or more figures to be printed in colour, the extra costs arising from such printing will be charged to the author.

In this case 200 offprints may be ordered free of charge. More details are available from the publisher.

Tables

Tables should be typed on separate sheets. Each table should have a number and a title. The approximate places for their insertion in the text should be indicated in the margin.

Footnotes in text

Footnotes in the text should be identified by superscript numbers and listed consecutively on a separate page.
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
