Guide for the Presentation of Works
 

The works will be presented on the main topics of the Congress and the subjects treated in different modalities.

Specifications

There is a limit of 10 pages for each work presented. In exceptional cases, if more space is required, the spaces among lines should be eliminated (1space), instead of using smaller font. 

Attach the curricular synthesis of the authors, exposing the most relevant professional aspects, 200 words at the most.
The text will be written in the language of the event: Spanish. Use word processor Microsoft Office XP 2003.             . 

The sheet size will be letter 8½” X 11” with margins of 2.5 cm; justify the text, with Arial 12 font and 1.5 interline. 
Locate the number of the page in the lowest center part, and write down the footnote in simple space, one line and at the end. 

The size of the document will not exceed 1 Megabyte. The work should keep the following structure: 

The first page should include: Title in Spanish (centered and in bold type, which should be distinguished with font 14); main author, coauthors (in bold type and italics); institution, institution address; country; phone number and email (in bold type).
