Withdrawals

It is important that withdrawals are reported as soon as possible to info@badminton.nu  and also to jan.samuelsson@telia.com. We will inform the Association of player/pair on the wait​ing list that get promoted to Qualification and we need a confirmation that the player/pair accept the promotion.

If we have withdrawals in the Main draw, player/pair from the Qualification will be promoted according to the seedings in the Quali​fi​cation starting with 1st seed. There are wait​ing lists in all categories except the Men’s Singles, which are enclosed. Players/pairs promoted to Qualification or Main Draw will be put in the draw at the Team Mangers Meeting (see below). If there are more than one player/pair in the category, a toss will be made.
We remind you of the rule regarding substitutions in this tournament! No alterations or sub​stitutions are permitted to the draw after the draw has been made except for corrections as in Regulation 15.3.1 or promo​tions as in Regulation 14.2. 

Any withdrawal after the Sunday immediately preceding the draw (6th January), for any reason whatsoever, renders the Member Association con​cerned liable to an amount of US$ 150 for the inconven​ience caused by the withdrawal (as defined in BWF General Competi​tion Regulations).

Time schedule
The Qualifying rounds will be played on Thursday the 17th starting at 09:00 with MS 1st round followed by WS 1st round. Main tournament starts on Friday at 09:00 with mixed. The time schedule for Thursday and Friday are included in the Draw. Quarterfinals start on Saturday at 09:30 with Mixed. The Semi-finals will start on Saturday at 16:00. Order of play will be decided later. 
Finals will start on Sunday at 13:00. Order of play will be decided later. 
Players shall not plan their departure less than two (2) hours after their last match is planned to conclude. If a player/pair is unable to compete due to early departure, such a player/pair shall lose all the Circuit Ranking points gained at the particular tournament and BADMINTON EUROPE shall propose to BWF that the gained BWF ranking points are also removed. (Regulation 9.5 in Badminton Europe’s Circuit Instructions)
Entry fees

For all players/pairs accepted in the main draw or qualifying rounds an entry fee shall be paid regardless if the player was withdrawn before the draw. The fee is €40 is singles and €60 per pair in doubles. For players on the waiting lists no Entry Fee shall be paid until they are accepted in the tournament. The entry fees will not be refunded in the case of withdrawal. An invoice to each Association has been sent out. If players are promoted to Qualification after the invoice was sent out, the entry fee shall be paid in the hall by credit card or cash.
If the entry fee is not paid one hour before starting time of the match the player/pair will not be allowed to play the match.

Team Managers Briefing
This will take place on Wednesday 16th January at 20:30 in Scandic Malmen, Götgatan 49-51, Stockholm, the official tournament hotel.

The promoted players to qualification or Main draw will be put in the draw at this meeting.
Hotel 

If you need hotelroom use the hotel form (attached) and ask the hotel if it’s still room available for the price as in the invitation. Use the code BAD160112. Withdrawing a player does not mean that the players room reservation and transport is taken out automatically! A special mail regarding the hotel bookings and payments shall be sent to the hotel.
Transportation between airport and hotel
The dead-line for ordering transport was the 7th January. There is now no guarantee that we can arrange transport for those that haven’t ordered it. Please contact our transport manager to see if/what is possible, mail: christina.lundin@afconsult.com. Any changes in your earlier orders, shall also be directed to her. 
Please observe the places where the transports starts!

At Arlanda Airport  the meeting point is at Terminal 5. There on arrival level we have the Swedish International Stockholm Transportation Desk.
At Stockholm City Terminal, the meeting point is at the Arrival Entrance.
There are two other airports around Stockholm. These are not the official points of arrival, so we have no service from them. You need to take a bus to reach the Stockholm City Terminal from where we have transports to the official hotel.

Arrival to Bromma, Stockholm. You take the flight-bus to Stockholm Cityterminal (79 SEK one way, 20 minutes). The meeting point at Cityterminal is at the “Arrival Entrance”. From there we will have a transport to the hotel.

Arrival to Skavsta. This is situated 100 kilometers south of Stockholm City. There is a flight bus to Stockholm Cityterminal, which you shall take (149 SEK one way, 80 minutes). Meeting point see above.
Tournament hall
The tournament will be played in Eriksdalshallen, Ringvägen 70, Stockholm located on 20 minutes walking distance from the official tournament hotel, Scandic Malmen. A transport schedule between the official Hotel and the arena is pub​lished on the tournaments homepage and is available in the hotel and in the arena.
Training
The main arena floor will be available for short warm up on Thursday 08:00-08:45. Play starts at 09:00. In the arena there is a B-hall with 4 courts for warm up. This is open from Wednesday 11:00-21:00, no booking, first come first served.

Players Clothes
Observe that since this is a International Challenge Tournament, all players must have their names on the back of the shirt in all matches in the main draw. It is mandatory in the semi-finals and finals that doubles partners wear the same colour on shirts and shorts/skirts. 
Observe the new rules from BWF effective from January 1st: Country name on shirt (if present) shall be 5 centimeters in height. The advertising band on the back of the shirt must not exceed 5 centimeter.
Weather
The weather in Stockholm now is rather chilly. The temperature is 2 centigrades Celcius below zero and some snow. The forecast says it will stay around zero for next period as well!
