· TURN LEFT on East Pond Road (about 4 miles north of NC Hunt at junction of US 1 and Main St, Damariscotta)

· Continue 3.5 miles to STOP SIGN

· TURN RIGHT on Upper East Pond Road

· 
North Nobleboro Community Hall will be the 2nd building on your right
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From US Rt 1 North (Rockland area south to Waldoboro)
· 
Head SOUTH on US Rt 1 toward Damariscotta

· 
TURN RIGHT on East Pond Road (4.1 miles south of Moody’s Diner & just before a traffic island)

· Continue 3.5 miles to STOP SIGN

· TURN RIGHT on Upper East Pond Road

· 
North Nobleboro Community Hall will be the 2nd building on your right
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From ME Rt 17 West (Augusta area east to Jefferson)
· 
Head EAST on Rt 17

· 
TURN RIGHT on Rt 32 in Jefferson

· 
BEAR LEFT at the stop sign to continue through Jefferson Village

Near top of the hill, Turn RIGHT on East Pond Road

· 
Continue 3.5 miles and BEAR LEFT at intersection onto Upper East Pond Road (just beyond small greenhouse)
