D) Tee Times and Format: We will be playing a Stableford scoring system.  This was used in the past two years for both Regional events  and helped with pace of play.  In this system, no stroke scoring is done, only points awarded for play on each hole.  Specifically,

Players pick up and move to the next hole when reaching 4 strokes above par, as no points are awarded. Everett Davis easily converts these into scores for your IBGA handicap, so each player should get two additional scores towards their handicap for the competing in the 2013 Nationals and any IBGA events.  Tee times begin promptly and are spaced at 8 minute intervals.  Below are the Tee-Times for  First Round.  On the Final Round, the pairings will be left at hotel counter by 7am.
