TRAVEL INSURANCE ATTACHMENT

TRIP CANCELLATION/INTERRUPTION INSURANCE:

Unused portions of packages are nonrefundable for any reason.  Therefore it is highly recommended that participants purchase trip cancellation/interruption insurance to protect their travel investment.  

This is a great policy that we hope none of our clients ever have to use, but we recognize that skiers are active people and sometimes have accidents that prevent them from traveling as planned.  Sometimes their families have a similar problem.  By encouraging your trip members to buy the Trip Protection Plan you are relieving yourself as a group leader from some of the difficulties that can arise due to illness or injury of your trip participants and/or their family members.

We will provide you with a supply of Trip Protection Plan brochures for your reference.  Additionally, a brief review of the evidence of insurance benefits can be viewed on Rocky Mountain Vacations web site through our link to Travel Insured.  Currently the insurance premium is as follows….

$41.00 per person - $   501.00 to $1,001.00 package cost

$60.00 per person - $1,000.00 to $1,500.00 package cost

$78.00 per person - $1,501.00 to $2,000.00 package cost

Premiums are non-refundable and are subject to change until your contract is signed with Rocky Mountain Vacations.

IMPORTANT NOTE:  Insurance should be purchased by the individual within 10 days of making his or her original deposit on a trip in order to take advantage of the clause that waives pre-existing conditions.  This makes a big difference if a trip participant should need to make a claim.  Any policy purchased more than 10 days after making the original deposit loses that advantage.  Please read the material from the insurance company enclosed for further details.

ADDITIONS TO AN EXISTING PACKAGE:

A traveler can purchase Travel Protection for the present value of your trip and then add additional coverage as travel components are “PURCHASED”. Frequent Flyer Miles or any other type of reward is not elegible for coverage. In addition to the extra premium, a copy of a reciept will be required for extended coverage.  
PUBLICISING THE TRIP AND TRIP PROTECTION PLAN:

In order to have an accurate record of who has purchased the Trip Protection Plan and who has declined to buy it, we suggest that the sign up sheet/flyer contains the following language for use by the people signing up for the trip:

Please have your trip members note in writing and initial or sign that they do or do not want to buy the Trip Protection Plan and pay the premium at the time they give you their deposit for the trip.  Their insurance becomes in force as soon as they sign your manifest and pay their premium.

Of course the best idea is to collect the insurance premium at the time you collect the trip deposit.  This way the participant is protected from the beginning.
