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Dear colleagues


This short course is the fourth in a series covering the complete field of cutaneous soft tissue tumours. It will be performed similar to the first  tree courses on fibrohistiocytic, vascular and neural lesions, respectively, which according to the participants proved to be of great teaching value. Participants will have the possibility to study approximately 60-70 slides during the course by microscopy on the first day. Provided with basic clinical information this will cover all types of lesions from common disorders to exceptional cases. Thus, the course provides a broad overview for those less familiar with soft tissue tumour pathology, but also picks out highlights for the more experienced participants. The second day is scheduled for discussion of all slides with a videocamera adjusted 10-headed discussion microscope supplemented by diachromes. As guest lecturer we have again engaged Dr. Eduardo Calonje, St. John´s Dermatology Center, St. Thomas´s Hospital, London, UK, and Dr. Thomas Mentzel, Dermatohistopathologisches Privatlabor, Friedrichshafen, Germany. Both colleagues are highly  distinguished experts and well known for their numerous contributions in the field of soft tissue tumour pathology.

As active participation is desired plenty of time is dedicated for discussion. For the same reason participants are also invited to present their own cases which must be submitted before September 15, 2001 and should be restricted to cutaneous soft tissue tumor pathology: lipogenic lesions (or simulants thereof). A short clinical history and 20 H&E slides should be provided.

As the course is planned as being interactive the number of participants is limited to a maximum of 40. Early registration is thus recommendable.
