 I. 
Malaysia

1. Malaysia is still facing the Muslim extremist minority pressing for radical Islamic reforms and the formation of an Islamic state. This has brought stress to the whole country and also discrimination legislation and action against non-muslims. Some even want to introduce Islamic law for both muslims and non-muslims alike. Pray for the inter-race harmony and true freedom of religion.

2. The violent cases against women are increasing. Rights of the women in the society family and marriage always do not receive equally treatment. Pray for the welfare and protection of the women and also through justice system reform can eliminate violence against women.

3. Pray for PCS’s women in committee and fellowship so they would accept leadership among them and pray for their family in the third area that their husbands will understand their wives ministry. 

4. Pray for the BCCM BM’s migrant worker’s school:

a. Good Samaritan ( BCCM BM Keningau )

b. Grace Center ( BCCM BM Penampang Baru, KK )

5. Pray for the BCCM BC central women fellowship will join the 125th years anniversary for BCCM and also will arrange a Mission Seminar for women on 30th May till 2nd June 2007.

Indonesia (Java)

5. Pray for women who are struggling with her husband in looking for job. 

III.
Taiwan

1. Taiwan’s political future is a matter for intense political debate and international diplomacy. The growing political power between pro-independence or continuing to be part of greater China or would it be reunified are major factors in the world today. Pray for the wisdom and guidance for Taiwanese and international leader.

2. The breakthrough for the gospel has not yet come. Pray down the barriers to growth: e.g. satanic bondage subjection to the spirit world, gambling and material greed must be broken. Large numbers of people become the slave of credit card which ruin many lifes. Resurgence of Buddhism and Taoism which cause few Taiwanese want to give up ancestor worship.

3. Pray for the “Family Altar”, one of PCT’s programs.
4. Prayer for Taiwan's effort for applying to be a member of WHO which already got the support from UK, US, Japan and European Countries.

IV.
Indonesia (Aceh)

1. More than 14 thousand women in Aceh province suffered because of conflict that was raised up by Gerakan Aceh Merdeka . It made the situation there to be not conducive for peace and harmony. Many women and children are traumatic and have lost their motivation and spirit to live. Pray for they can be strengthened and still have motivation and spirit to live. 

2. Pray for GAM and Indonesia government, so they can always collaborate to make better life for Aceh. 

V.
North Korea

1. Pray for Gospel in North Korea, (Deuteronomy 30:15-20/ Matthew 28:19-20)

- Pray for about 500 home churches as well as Bong-Soo church and Chil-Gol church and for pastors there. (Around 10 students newly register every year at 3 years course Pyung Yang theological seminary which was established in1972)

2. Pray for transforming of politicians (Micah 2:1-11/ Romans 13:1-7), for the right to live of people in the North (Exodus 16:4-21/ Matthew 6:7-13).

3. Pray for women and children who are starving to death and for tuberculosis patients.

4. Pray for human rights of North Korea (Leviticus 26:8-66/ Luke 4:18).

- defectors and their families.

- women with sex trafficking near the border between North Korea and China.

- sisters and brothers suffering in the prison camps.

5. Pray for the true unity of the North and the South. (Ezekiel 37:15-23/ Ephesians 2:14-20)

VI.
South Korea

1. Pray for the repentance of Korean churches (individualized church, blessing-oriented belief). (Matthew 5:22-26/ 2 Samuel 2:12-32)

2. Pray for repentance of women as mothers of one nation. (Esther 4:12-16/ Luke 1:46-56)

- pray for the self-identification as mothers of one nation

- pray for bringing-up children in the mood of Christian home

- pray for juveniles and the estranged taking the role of churches rightly in the new millennium (Isaiah 6:1-8/ Acts 1:8)

3. Pray for the reconciliation, harmony, peace and reunification of the North and the South. Pray for they can prepare the day for reunification.


(Isaiah 11:1-9/ Acts 4:32-37)

VII.
Indonesia (Poso, Central Sulawesi)

1. When conflict in Poso appeared in 1998-2000, many women lost their husband, children, relatives and properties. They also have psychology effects, they always ask themselves whether they can raise their children and when conflicts will ever end. Pray for they can have courage in life and power to raise their children. 

2. True peace and harmony are still far from Poso. Two communities that have involved in conflicts have doubted each other. The victim families have a feeling that they have treated unfair because the murderer haven’t known and caught, but they’ve decided to not will be provocated by anyone again. Pray for the justice, peace and harmony in Poso. 

VIII.
Hong Kong

1. Pray that politicians on both sides, China and Hong Kong may act with wisdom and integrity and that full religious liberty for worship and witness may continue to be maintained.

2. Pray for stopping superstition and idolatry increasement. The spiritual powers behind these must be disarmed to bring release to:

a. The blue-collar industrial workers and the wealthy financiers and businessmen.

b. Immigrants from mainland China.

c. Maid servants and laborers from Philippines, Indonesia, Vietnam etc. and pray to alleviate their physical and spiritual needs.

IX.
Indonesia (Papua)

90,000 – 130,000 Indonesian people are infected by HIV/ AIDS. 7-10 million men go to prostitute place each year. Thousands of women are infected through sexual intercourse and un-sterile drug injections.

1. Pray for women in Papua who are infected HIV/ AIDS from their husband.

2. Pray for young people in Papua who are lack of sex knowledgement.

3. Pray for churches there to handle these problems. 

X.
Japan

1. Rising nationalism and willingness to exert political power in the Pasific causes unease among neighbors. Numerous scandals, corruption and shoddy factional politics discredit the political system. Pray for the political leaders to have wisdom to lead the country and build up better relationship with the neighboring country.

2. Japan is a mixture of openness and unresponsiveness. The demonic forces associated with idolatry in temples and ancestor worship in homes have never been decisively challenged. Spiritual warfare is being waged on these fronts:

a. Resurgence of a nationalistic Shintoism that is hostile to anything un-Japanese.

b. New religions. Average of 100 new religions are started each year based the occult, worship of extra terrestrial aliens and so on. Pray for the removal of spirit of delusion.

3. Churches in Japan face a negative growth rate which causes mostly aging congregations. Pray for the most concerns of United Church of Christ in Japan to deal with youth mission. 

XI.
Indonesia (Manado, North Sulawesi)

1. Pray for trafficking in Manado as the impact of low economical income and lack of knowledgement and lack of job opportunity.

2. Pray for development of women resources for fully participation in society and church.

XII.
Indonesia (Sampit, Kalimantan)

1. Pray for women in Sampit, in post-ethnic conflict period who have been suffering from trauma disorder conflict and who lost their beloved children, husband and parents. So they can release their hatred feelings, revenge, jealousy and heavy burden, have courage to survive and everlasting love.

2. Pray for the women in Indonesia, their rights as citizen. May Lord help many women who are still marginalized and discriminated by their traditions, social class, denomination, political situation and government structure. Open their eyes to be more proactive to speak out. Help them to reach their rights and dignity as human being by getting proper education and health access.
