This peaceful and historic farmhouse is set in a tiny hamlet comprising three farms and a church, with lovely views high above the surrounding landscape.  It’s a quiet rural backwater of winding lanes, hedgerows and dry-stone walls just 15 minutes from the M1 (Junction 28) and 5 minutes from the A6.

Dethick Manor was formerly the home of the infamous Anthony Babington who plotted to rescue Mary Queen of Scots and put her on the throne after assassinating Elizabeth I. His plot was discovered and he was executed. Mary’s controversial execution took place shortly afterwards. 
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The manor eventually fell into disrepair and was reconstructed in the mid 17th century. The original Elizabethan kitchen was restored. Guests can soak up the history and ambience of this amazing room whilst enjoying a delicious breakfast.  We use the finest local and organic  ingredients and offer about 8 choices for breakfast. We make our own jams and marmalades and often our own bread. The house is steeped in history and charm, with oak beams and exposed timbers.  

Local author Alison Uttley used the house as the setting for her timeless classic “A Traveller in Time” when it became “Thackers” and it  has been used many times as a film location.
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Accommodation comprises a double ensuite room, a double/twin ensuite room and a further double/twin room.  There’s a guests’ sitting room with maps, books, games etc. and outside lovely gardens where guests are free to roam.  The local pub is just a few minutes walk and there are many pubs restaurants within a few minutes drive. Three new ensuite rooms will be available in 2010.
Dethick is an ideal location for brief visits to the area for pleasure or business or as a base for those taking a longer break.  Numerous stately homes including Chatsworth House, Haddon Hall, Hardwick Hall etc are nearby.  Many places of historical and topical interest and other popular visitor attractions are just a short drive – the Derwent Valley World Heritage Site is only a mile away at Cromford.
