· Plastic plates and utensils - forks, spoons, napkins.  
· Decorate your table to make it look festive and appealing.  We are trying to create this to represent the culture of the 1940’s – 60’s.  Please dress in a colorful fashion.   
Please let us know if you have any special needs, (i.e., use of grill or any other fire hazards).  No gas deep fryers.  Cooking shall be over traditional charcoal pots or grills only.  No propane or electrical stoves allowed.

· Special parking is not provided vendors.  Please arrive to set up early!
· Vendors will receive a map showing location of booth

· Setup begins at 8 a.m. You must be setup and ready to sell no later than 9:30 a.m.
· Festival patrons will purchase TICKETS to be used at bars for liquor, beer and wine. Food items will be purchased with CASH. Individual booths will be responsible for collecting cash and making change.  
Note:  There shall be no factory canned or bottled beverages sold from vendor booths.  This includes sodas, beer, wine and hard liquor.  The bars are run by MarlinFest volunteers and the proceeds go to the Boy Scouts.  Please do not abuse this rule or you will not be invited back.
