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Inpatient/Outpatient Medical Coding and Billing (30 credits) are detail-oriented tasks that require a good understanding of medical terminology, anatomy, physiology, process of a disease, and pharmacology as well as proficiency in proper use of the ICD-9-CM, CPT and HCPCS code books. Learn skills in coding as it pertains to patient diagnosis, treatment, and prognosis. This program is not eligible for FAFSA/federal financial aid or Pell Grant.

This is an online program available in the classroom and any place with Internet access.

Classroom attendance is required the first day and two hours each week. Self management skills are essential for successful completion. At the completion of the program students will have coded more than 500 medical reports.  Students completing this program are prepared to sit for the American Academy of Professional Coders (AAPC) exam ($300).
Medical Coding Professional Certification (16 credits) is the same program, but for students who are able to demonstrate by challenge exam expert knowledge of medical terminology and anatomy/physiology, and then start at Level 3.
