MODIFYING ZONING BY-LAW NO. 02-93 AND ITS AMENDMENTS, IN ORDER TO MODIFY ALL ZONES IDENTIFIED IN ZONING PLAN AS NO. 78280 TO ADD BED AND BREAKFAST TO THE EXISTING USES

WHEREAS a municipality can modify the zoning bylaw for the whole territory or part of its territory (L.R.Q.C. a 19.1);
WHEREAS the council of the Municipality of Low deems necessary and in the public interest to modify all zones not having the use Bed and Breakfast in order to add the use Bed and Breakfast to the existing uses;
WHEREAS a first by-law project (#005-2011) was adopted at the regular meeting of April 4th, 2011 by resolution #090-04-2011 and was discussed at a public consultation meeting held May 9th, 2011;

WHEREAS a second by-law project (#005-2011) was adopted at the regular meeting of May 9th, 2011 by resolution #112-05-2011;

WHEREAS no changes were made to the second project;

THEREFORE, it is ordained and statuted by the council of the municipality of Low, and the said council ordains and statutes by the present bylaw, the following:

ARTICLE  1 : The preamble is an integral part of the by-law.

ARTICLE  2 : The use Bed and Breakfast is added to the existing uses.

ARTICLE 3: The owner must obtain a certificate of authorization from the municipality.
ARTICLE 4 : The owner must:
	A
	present proof that he/she has registered with the CITQ (corporation de l’industrie touristique du Québec) to obtain an official certification of classification according to law and to post the certification  as required.

	B
	in the agricultural zone, obtain the necessary authorization from the CPTAQ (commission de protection du territoire agricole)

	C
	inhabit the premises continuously. 

	D
	submit to the municipality a scale plan showing the parking spaces for each bedroom on the site of the Bed and Breakfast.  These parking spaces must be located at least one (1) meter from the limits of the property 

	E
	where insufficient land is unavailable on the same property, have a valid contract to purchase or rent land for at least three (3) years for the parking spaces necessary for the number of bedrooms with the same requirements as in article D 

	F
	accept the right of the municipality to request that all plans necessary to show the location of the parking spaces be prepared by a land surveyor. 

	G
	ensure the maximum size of all signs is 4.46 square meters (48 square feet) and the sign must be at a minimum distance of two (2) meters inside the property limits

	H
	ensure all signs are fabricated in an artisan style consistent with those of les Gîtes du Quebec and use no neon lighting.

	I
	ensure the septic installations conform to the provincial regulations

This by-law will come into force after all the foreseen dispositions have been respected.
