General Business:
· SCWC Distance Meet. Jenny proposes Distance Meet featuring 1500m only to be held at on 24 November. It was decided to proceed with this event but limit entries to swimmers aged 12 years and over.
· QEII requested dates of 2 February, 12-14 July 2013 for its meets. Committee approved these dates.
· AquaGym requested date of 26-28 October for its Challenge Meet (had previously requested date in February which was refused last meeting). Committee approved this date.
· Competition at Jellie Park. Wayne, Jenny, Janice had met with Simon Battrick and Stuart Jacques post Jasi Meet to see what needed to be improved/changed. Brian suggested the warm up procedure be laminated on to A3 size and affixed to pool hall wall to refer to. A protocol of chief timekeepers duties was requested; this was already in progress, Wayne to laminate. Wayne received an email from Earthquake Trust re application to it for funds; Geoff Barry of Sport Canterbury has offered to address SCWC management meeting when funds approved. 
· Rangiora High School Pool. Wayne had corresponded with Paul Lloyd (copied Richard Wilson) and offered them the opportunity to address the management committee; Paul unavailable as currently overseas. Committee agreed it needs to review everything after the announcement of 100 day CCC plan. An invitation would be reissued to Paul to present at future management meeting.

· Canterbury West Coast Championships. Wayne had tried to meet (unsuccessfully) with Otago President, Mandy Grainger. Had also talked to regional secretary, Colin Walker, who is to revert to SCWC with Otago’s responses from its management meeting. Otago had indicated it would keep its 12 year and under age group.
· Purchase of new photo copier. A small photocopier has been purchased for competition use at Jellie Park
· SNZ review and Special General Meeting. Is to take place on 29 July, Wayne to attend. Lesley asked some questions regarding the membership definitions as specified in the Review which Wayne said he would check up on. Wayne asked if the committee was happy to vote for the 22 resolutions the Working Group had put forward. All in favour.
· Meet costs. Brian had requested information comparing cost of hiring different venues. Jenny had gathered data comparing figures from the Memorial and Development Champs held at QEII, Wharenui, Greymouth, and the quote for those forthcoming events at Jellie Park. Brian was concerned at rising costs of entries - many club entry fees were $7 per event - he questioned whether swimmers were paying more than they needed to. There was some discussion regarding profits clubs were making from events. Gill felt some of these issues would be addressed at the forthcoming meet organisers workshop. Wayne suggested committee could talk to their respective clubs regarding this. It was suggested that if fees were less it may encourage more entries.
· SNZ Directors. Lesley asked if the proposed appointed director from Institute of Directors would be paid. Wayne confirmed they would be a volunteer, as are all others on the SNZ Board.
· Elsie Horner’s retirement. Greg said the Christchurch Club is having a lunch for Elsie at the Cashmere Club 12.30pm at 5 August. RSVP Greg 31st July 385 4047 or gh.crawford@xtra.co.nz
· Liz not standing for re-election; she thanked the committee for their assistance during her time on it. Wayne thanked Liz for her contribution over the years.
