	GW opened the meeting and accepted apologies from Councillor Ann Castle


	228/07
	Minutes of Parish Council meeting held on 12th November, were approved and signed.

	229/07
	Declaration of Interests:-  Members declared the following personal interests for items on the Agenda:-SIB – RD/DP/NT, Shadwell Social Club: CB/KP/NT/GW, Village Hall TV/GT, Good Companions:  GW/CB

	230/07
	Police Report: PC Mai Lai, gave the crime report, there have been 11 recordable crimes in Shadwell.
2 Burglaries of houses, one in Ludolf Drive – handbag removed from kitchen, suspect entered by unlocked door, and one in Park Lane Court when the suspect jemmied the patio door setting off the alarm and stealing a plasma TV.

Forced entry of a garage in Cricketers View-activated alarm but nothing taken.

4 cases of damage – 30th November Avon Court, bodywork of car scratched.

24th November – two cars had wing mirrors broken off in Strickland Avenue and again on the 24th a suspect jumped onto the roof of a caravan in Main Street causing damage.

Three non-specific thefts on 7th December in Main Street a chicken was stolen from its coop.

Copper wire was removed from phone mast on the Ring Road sometime between 14th October to 14th November.
Suspect cut and stole telephone wire from a house in Blind Lane.

17th November night a locked and secured vehicle was broken into and stolen.   Police conducted an enquiry and two suspects have now been charged with this offence.

N.T. reported to PC Mai Lay that there has been a lot of vandalism of fences and street lights and the telephone box has been smashed twice PC Lay said they will monitor this.

The police are concerned about the increase in the theft of car badge logos and the damage it causes to vehicles when they are removed.   PC Lay reported that it had cost £1000 to repair one car after the logo had been taken.   There have been 9 such thefts in the area since July.

	DP reported that Maggie Stroud the Shadwell News typist had died, everyone expressed their regret and sympathy. 

	233/07
	Clerk’s Report
The clerk had received an email informing the Council that the triangle of grass between 9-11 Shadwell Park Court has been adopted by the LCC and the grass is now being cut on a regular basis.
Resolution:  Clerk to inform Anne Renshall and seek confirmation that all the work had been carried out satisfactorily.
Street Lighting:  Costings for the more decorative type of Street lamps had been received from Street Lighting these are an extra £789 each.   RD had spoken to John Tinker of Barwick and it had cost Barwick perhaps as much as £40,000 for their lamps, this had been paid over a two year period.   The SPC felt this was a lot of money for lamp standards and the excessive cost could not be justified.   DP asked if the Clerk could contact the Scholes Parish Clerk to find out exactly how much had been spent by them per lamp standard and how much over and above what the LCC allocate for Street lighting.   GT said there may be some outside funding available from the Ward Councillors and Ann Castle is to be contacted about this.

Resolution:  Clerk to contact Scholes Parish Clerk about cost of Lamps and Ann Castle regarding outside funding.

	Village Lengthman: - The completed tasks were approved
6/11/07 – 6 hours planting last flower beds

8/11/07 – 4 hours, 1 load of compost from Red Hall, watering flowerbeds

13/11/07 – 5 hours sweeping leaves on School footpath and Main Street, litter pick on Coal Road to Carr Lane
14/11/07 – 4 hours empty hanging baskets and take to Red Hall

15/11/07 – 3 hours empty hanging baskets and take to Red Hall

20/11/07 – 6 hours hedge cutting from Cinder Path to Red Lion two loads to Red Hall

21/11/07 – 2 hours remove last baskets and take to Red Hall

23/11/07 – 2 hours clear Don Little bed take to compost and dig bed

27/11/07 – 6 hours sweeping leaves from Red Lion to colliers lane load and take to Red Hall, rake out mole hills at Bus terminus, social club and Colliers Lane

	Grass Cutting:   RD reported that at the North East Area Management Committee it had been proposed that parishes should get together and cut their own grass cutting perhaps employing someone to do all the Villages.    RD asked that the Councillors should think about ways we can co-operate with neighbouring parishes in areas other than grass cutting.   It was suggested that the LCC should again be asked how the cost of grass cutting is split between Glendale and ATM.
Resolution: Clerk to write to Ann Castle to find out about cost of grass cutting.

	236/07
	Shadwell in Bloom – NT reported they had spent some time clearing and removing leaves from Red Lion to the Village Hall including Gateland Lane.   Street cleaning had also been through the Village at the request of RD.

The fence round the school is almost completed and the shelter is to be done soon.

SIB had received a grant of £1139 from NE Area Environment Fund and this is to be used for barrier baskets near the Village Hall.    

The Christmas tree for the Village has still to be obtained.

Resolution:  Lengthman to get a Christmas tree.

SIB are holding a wine tasting event on 1st March 2008.

It was proposed and agreed, after discussion that SPC sponsor 20 summer hanging baskets.

	Highways:

Carr Lane/Wetherby Road

There had been no reply to the Clerk’s letter to the Highways the following

Carr Lane Junction – Starting date for footpath and resurfacing.

Blind Lane – Resurfacing

Holywell Lane – footpath 

Main Street – Road markings on dropped kerb.

GT said he would find out who would be the best person to write to for an answer to all these Highway problems.

Resolution: GT and Clerk to chase Highways again.

Gateland Lane – JT reported he had spoken to Highways regarding the trees which have grown across the lights in Gateland Lane, there is a contractor who does this job and it should have been completed by now.   JT said an enforcement order is now in place, JT will monitor the progress of this work.

Stocks Hill & SPC Land at Red Lion – Clerk had written to Highways for list of subcontractors to do tarmacing at Stocks Hill and SPC Land and had not had a reply.

Resolution – JT is to ask Civic Trust if they have a list of subcontractors.

	Newsletter and Shadwell Directory.   GT is preparing the next Quarterly Newsletter.   The question was raised of how the Councillors would know when new residents had moved into the village so that the Shadwell Directory could be delivered.   GT suggested that it could be added to the newsletter to the effect that anyone who had just moved in should contact the SPC.

Resolution: - DP to update the delivery routes including numbers.

	Land adjacent to Library.  – The proposed plan for the land adjacent to the Library has been sent to Simon Fosdick and SPC are now awaiting the go-ahead.   DP reported the boulders have been removed from the entrance so the car park is once again accessible.

	240/07
	Scout Headquarters:  NT had a copy of plans for the new Scout Headquarters.   Howard Wilkinson has looked into the possibility of a log cabin type of building for the HQ.  TV said this would be an excellent building for the Scouts.   Mr. Wilkinson has had meetings with the architects to make sure the plans are acceptable before seeking planning permission.     The possibility of a separate storage building for the SPC was discussed.   This would be a log cabin without windows measuring approx. 30ft x 10ft.   This would mean there would be two buildings instead of one, the original plan was for one building which incorporated storage space.   TV suggested that a temporary container be obtained until the hut is built but GT said that residents would object to this.   TV felt perhaps the resurfacing of the land should be left until the building was to be erected, however the approach ramp to the land could be done.    It was suggested the land should be landscaped and the clerk is to write to Leisure services to find out if any of the trees have preservation orders on them. 
GT said the land had been an eyesore for too long and residents will be wanting to know what is to be done with it.

Resolution:  Decision to be made at next meeting about a container or hut for storage and Clerk to write to Leisure Services about trees.
