Two omissions from MMYL Rules to be added:
Page 10 Add Rule 2(F)  ‘Applications by existing Member Clubs for admission to this Competition as per Rule 2(A) must be made prior to the 1st June of each season.  Application for membership of the League with regard to clubs that were not member clubs the previous season should be made prior to 1st May of each season.’

Page 27 Add Rule 13 (P)  ‘Where neutral official/s are requested by the opposing team, they must be responsible for the payment of said official/s.

6. SECRETARY’S REPORT:
The Chairman and I attended a meeting of Invited Local Leagues to our KCFA Divisional Committee on 19/1/12.

Issues discussed included the lack of referees in some Leagues and increased cost of   training courses.  KCFA can arrange courses if Leagues assist by arranging candidates and venues. Referees fees: possible standardisation to be agreed within the Division. Clubs withdrawing from Competitions and clubs’ financial situations gave concern to most Leagues present.  Council Facilities and KCFA Initiatives: Darryl Haden and Liz Symons from the KCFA outlined their roles in this respect.  A further meeting to be held in late March.
A meeting is arranged with Paul Dolan, Chief Executive of KCFA on 9th February
to discuss the future organisation of mini soccer within the League in preparation for FA changes.  The League Committee  are conscious of the importance of timing and planning to give member clubs a chance to reorganise within your clubs and I will keep you updated.

6   Registration cards   to be exchanged at each match

7   Subs cards to be given to the referee before the start of the match  and should  correspond in every way to those on the match cards 

8   No player may play in 2 games , do not insult the opposition manager or the referee by asking
9   Match cards to be filled in BEFORE KICK OFF  except with referees mark and score
