APPROVAL OF MARCH 2013 MEETING MINUTES


Commissioner Jackson moved to approve the March 2012 meeting minutes as printed and/or 
mailed. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Jeffcoat and carried.

2.         DISTRICT OPERATIONS REPORTS



Financials: Not yet available, too early for everything to have cleared for month end.


Chief’s Report : Engine 1 needs parts, ordered, here by month end (Commissioner Hall 
requested monthly backflow test on all vehicles to avoid future repairs of this 
nature);Evaluations almost completed; working on handbook update; FIT tests/Physicals 
completed; RIT in and installed on truck; Cascade system ordered, 4-6 weeks before it’s in (mid-
May roughly), Carolina Fire will pick up old system; Pagers returned from repair; Tires for 
Engine 3 are worked into new budget; FDIC expenses need to be done on credit card, return 
receipts; Concealed weapons allowable in department? Commissioners to research and seek legal 
advice; Extrication equipment should be her in about 4 weeks.


New Business (out of order)  Clara Edwards Monument – Bruce Clayton quoted $678.60 for 
an 18x12 plaque in bronze with no picture.  That includes installation.

OLD BUSINESS   


HSFRD Support Group – recommendation to appoint Jennifer St. Louis as leader of new 

support group to get members in and the group off the ground and established.  Jennifer agreed.  

Commissioner Jackson made a motion to appoint Jennifer St. Louis as Leader of Holly Springs 
Support Group until November 2014 (election year).  Commissioner Yarborough seconded.  
Vote unanimous, motion carried.


Natural Gas Change-Over – Estimated savings of $900 annually.  Still don’t know what the 
cost will be to switch over.  Commissioner Golightly to research further. 


Roof Repairs – Oates Construction and one other will be here 4/2 to inspect gutters. 
Commissioner Jackson made a motion to approve up to $2000 for repairs to gutters if necessary.  
Motion seconded by Commissioner Golightly.  Vote 4 yes – 1 no (Commissioner Yarborough).  
Motion carried.
4.         NEW BUSINESS (out of order)


New tables for station/social hall/events - $75 a piece at Sam’s Warehouse. Chief to handle 
purchasing.


Chief’s Fine – Chief had been fined for not filing something that the Commissioners had already 
taken care of. Commissioners agreed to reimburse Chief the $100 and Chief turned around and 
donated it towards Clara Edwards monument.


Vehicle for Chief – Average Quote for a 2013 Tahoe was around $34,000.  Commissioner 
Yarborough tried to contact FF Dunning for other options and was unable to reach him. FF 
Golightly brought up the fact that a discussion had previously taken place about refurbishing one 
of the fire trucks.  It was explained that a plan is in place over the next few years to address that 
and that the chief’s vehicle was an immediate need. Lease/purchase option would be $3000 in 
2013, $17,000 in 2014, and $17,000 in 2015.  Needs to be ordered with light package and remote 
start.  Quoted price from Ford Motor is $35,899.38. 

Commissioner Jackson made a motion to order 2013 Chevy Tahoe from Light-N-Up, LLC (bid # 3841) plus remote start, in Roebuck S.C and financing through a lease agreement through Ford Credit (bid #75928).  Commissioner Jeffcoat seconded.  Show of hands vote unanimous. Motion carried.


2013-2014 Budget – First Reading Budget came in at $380,000.  After a lengthy discussion, the 
Commissioners told Chief to cut it to $310,000. Second reading will be at next month’s meeting.
