SUBJECT:  2001 Administrators’ Midwinter Conference on Education

The Administrators’ Midwinter Conference on Education will be held January 29 - 31, 2001, at the Austin Convention Center, Austin, Texas.  The conference will officially begin Monday, January 29, 2001, at 1:00 p.m. with the opening general session.
