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MTA End-Zone Express is Ready for Titans Fans 

Express and Shuttle Buses will Operate for Tennessee and Seattle Game

NASHVILLE—MTA’s End-Zone Express and Shuttle service will be available for Titans fans needing good reliable transportation to the Sunday, December 18, 2005, Tennessee Titans’ game at the Coliseum against the Seattle Seahawks.
Express buses provide service from five outlying locations and cost $10 for an individual ticket.  Shuttle buses operate from four convenient downtown locations and cost $6 for an individual ticket. 

End-Zone Express and shuttle tickets may be purchased in any of the following convenient ways:

In Advance 

· Online at www.nashvillemta.org (credit card only)

· In person at MTA’s office located at 130 Nestor Street (cash, credit card, check or money order) 
· By mail to the MTA main office, 130 Nestor Street, Nashville, TN 37210 

Send check or money order only and the tickets will be mailed to you within 24 hours of 
receipt. Please include two phone numbers and a full address where tickets should be mailed. 
Shipping and handling fees will apply.
· In person at designated ticket outlets (Express only) 
Individuals interested in using the Express service are urged to buy advance tickets either online or at one of the ticket outlets listed on the chart below to ensure adequate seating for all ticket holders.  Express tickets should be purchased for specific locations at the corresponding ticket outlet for each site.  All round trip Express tickets cost $10.

Another Convenient Option
If you do not have time to purchase a ticket in advance, just show up at one of the five Express lots and pay-on-the-bus.  MTA’s high-tech fare boxes accept $1, $5, $10, and $20 bills, and give change in the form of change cards.  This pay-on-the-bus feature is another convenient reason to use Nashville’s public transportation system to the Titans’ games.
