Regarding: The procedure for the exportation of pets abroad

A. In order to export a small pet (dog, cat, ferret, rodent, reptile or amphibian) the following steps must be taken:
1. The applicant must inquire with the proper authorities in the country to which he is intending to export the animal what provisions are required in order to prepare the transfer of the animal to the country, and what details should be mentioned in the veterinary health certificate;

2. The applicant shall bring the animal to be examined by a veterinary doctor who is certified in accordance with the law for the regularization of the control of dogs 2002, and shall present him with the provisions made by the proper authorities in the country of destination;
3. The treating veterinary doctor shall examine the animal, no later than ten days prior to the date of the flight, and shall specifically examine whether the animal meets the provisions made by the country of destination. In case the provisions call for performing blood tests or other treatments – the treating veterinary doctor shall perform them and keep a record of them.

4. If the veterinary doctor concludes that the health provisions made by the country of destination have been met by the animal, he shall fill in the health certificate appearing on Veterinary Services' web site, and will indicate in it that the provisions made by the country of destination have been met. It is the applicant's responsibility to make sure that the form of the health certificate appearing on the Veterinary Services' web site complies with the requirements of the proper authorities in the country of destination. If it does not comply with these demands – the applicant  must provide the treating doctor with the required form;

5. The applicant must personally submit (not via mail, fax or e-mail) the original health certificate, when it is completely filled in and signed, and all other documents required in order to prove that the provisions made by the country of destination have been met, to one of the Veterinary Service offices that issue government certifications for the health certificate, no later than ten day before the flight date. The list of offices, their addresses, and details regarding the manner of communication with them appear in the appendix enclosed to this procedure.

6. In case the animal to be exported is a dog whose permanent residence is in Israel – the applicant must submit a copy of the holding license issued by the local authority in accordance with the law for the regularization of the control of dogs 2002.
7. A receipt proving that the fee for issuing the health certificate (in accordance with the Animal Disease Regulations (veterinary certificate) 1975) has been paid shall be attached to the certificate. The fee can be paid by credit card by phone 039681656, the receipt is then sent by fax to the payer.

B. Let it be known that without full compliance with all the requirements, as they have been detailed above and in the procedure, the animal shall not be allowed entry into the country of destination. Non-compliance with one or more of the requirements might prevent the government veterinary doctor from issuing the health certificate accompanying the pet, or prevent the pet from entering the country of destination.
