	With Piercom, I have been a developer on a number of e-commerce projects. 

Leading Edge: 

Leading Edge is an E-Learning system written primarily in Java and JSP, using an XML database and XSLT to present the pages. I was responsible for the design and development of a number of components for this project, namely the user registration and administration pages and a large part of the course builder functionality. These were designed using XSL to present the pages and JSP to do the processing with Java Beans to provide database access.

Intershop/E-Pages Cartridge:

Intershop is an online retail system for merchants. Merchants can purchase a store, customise it and then add stock. The cartridge we developed was to add a new payment option (Selfserve credit card payment system). This was written exclusively in Perl using SSL libraries to pass information in encrypted form between the Intershop site and the Selfserve data centre.

Selfserve credit card payment system:

Working on the Selfserve payment system involves developing templates for customers that are hosted on the Selfserve server. This is done to allow merchants to perform secure on-line credit card transactions without buying a SSL certificate themselves. The pages are developed using Cold Fusion to add the required functionality to the basic HTML pages.
