Post Divorce Checklist (partial)

· Government/ Tax

· File form RC65 (if not done already) to notify CCTB and GST of the change in your marital status

· Ensure your next tax return is filed with the appropriate marital status

· Banking:

· Close old/unnecessary accounts

· Close joint bank accounts (or remove one name)

· Close joint credit cards (or remove one name)

· Confirm there are no loan guarantees outstanding

· RRSPs & Retirement Assets:

· Complete the T2220 to divide RRSP assets (if applicable)

· Change the beneficiaries on your RRSPs

· Pensions

· If applicable, register your interest in your spouse’s pension using a “Form A”

· Insurance & Medical Benefits:

· Remove your former spouse from your benefits (if applicable).  Ensure your children are covered appropriately according to the terms in your agreement.

· Confirm you have met the requirements in your agreement to name your spouse as beneficiary of insurance policies to insure child and spousal support

· Apply for Blue Cross or other individual group benefits for yourself effective this agreed on date  (if applicable)

· Submit your claim to your group carriers for all your medical and Dental expenses incurred up to the agreed date ASAP 
· If you have not done so already, and are required to, separate or set up your own BC Medical, BC Pharmacare, and group benefits
· Canada Pension Plan:

· Do the CPP Credit Split application if applicable

· Shared Expenses:

· Ensure that the shared parts of your legal fees have been duly shared 

· Property – change ownership of real estate assets (transfers between spouses and former spouses should be done without Property Purchase Tax)

· Other Legal:

· Consider re-writing your wills

· Consider issuing new Powers of Attorney 

· Consider issuing new Representation Agreements for Health care. 

· Change the beneficiaries on your RRSPs
· Other cash transfers:

· If there are amounts of cash that are to be exchanged, make copies of the cheques that you write (or copies of the electronic transfers) to evidence your completion of this item

· If you either of you intend to name minor children as beneficiary of your RRSPs or life insurance consider using a trust declaration or leaving the funds to your estate rather than just leaving the funds to them outright.  If left to them outright, then they would have unrestricted access to the money at age 19 - this is not generally in the best interests of most children.
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
