His last comment about all rights and work for hire ending up the same I don't totally agree with if the all rights contract has a time limit - rights can then revert to you - work for hire seems more permanent.Susanne Alexander*******The author, as creator, holds the copyright. There are a variety of wayswhich a creator can exploit the copyright. You can assign certain rights(including all rights), you can licence certain rights (including allrights but then it is tantamount to an assignment) or you can do itunder the very specific work made for hire provisions of the CopyrightAct. A work made for hire is defined in sec. 101 of the Copyright Act. "A ''work made for hire'' is - "(1) a work prepared by an employee within the scope of his or her employment; or "(2) a work specially ordered or commissioned for use as a contribution to a collective work, as a part of a motion picture or other audiovisual work, as a translation, as a supplementary work, as a compilation, as an instructional text, as a test, as answer material for a test, or as an atlas, if the parties expressly agree in a written instrument signed by them that the work shall be considered a work made for hire. For the purpose of the foregoing sentence, a ''supplementary work'' is a work prepared for publication as a secondary adjunct to a work by another author for the purpose of introducing, concluding, illustrating, explaining, revising, commenting upon, or assisting in the use of the other work, such as forewords, afterwords, pictorial illustrations, maps, charts, tables, editorial notes, musical arrangements, answer material for tests, bibliographies, appendixes, and indexes, and an ''instructional text'' is a literary, pictorial, or graphic work prepared for publication and with the purpose of use in systematic instructional activities."Let's break that down. A ''work made for hire'' is - ...(2) a work specially ordered or commissioned for use as a contribution to a collective work, as a part of a motion picture or other audiovisual work, as a translation, as a supplementary work, as a compilation, as an instructional text, as a test, as answer material for a test, or as an atlas, if the parties expressly agree in a written instrument signed by them that the work shall be considered a work made for hire. For the purpose of the foregoing sentence, a ''supplementary work'' is a work prepared for publication as a secondary adjunct to a work by another author for the purpose of introducing, concluding, illustrating, explaining, revising, commenting upon, or assisting in the use of the other work, such as forewords, afterwords, pictorial illustrations, maps, charts, tables, editorial notes, musical arrangements, answer material for tests, bibliographies, appendixes, and indexes, and an ''instructional text'' is a literary, pictorial, or graphic work prepared for publication and with the purpose of use in systematic instructional activities. Now, you can see that the requirements for a work made for hire arequite extensive. A work that is already in existence cannot be a workmade for hire because it must be "specially ordered or commissioned." Itmust fall into one of the nine categories. Notice that a book, otherthan a text book or an atlas, generally cannot be a work made for hire.The work for hire agreement must be written. For now, we won't considersecondary works. You are right when you say that most members don't know what a work madefor hire is. It is also common practice for publishers to attempt tocreate work made for hire when it is not possible; I have seen peoplereport book contracts as work made for hire contracts and that isclearly not possible. Now, back to your original suggestion that work made for hire should notbe reported in the articles section. Clearly, an assigned article is"specially ordered or commissioned" for use as "a contribution to acollective work" (the magazine) and, if the agreement is in writingsigned before the article is written, it can clearly be a work made forhire. As to your second comment, it came after one writer reported an "allrights" contract from Marie Claire and the next entry reported a "workmade for hire" contract. It's not at all inconceivable that a magazinemight have both versions of the contract in circulation. Frankly, itdoesn't make any difference. If you sign an "all rights" contract, youmight as well have signed work made for hire. I no longer give them at bookstores because most do not have a separate room so the noise interferes, or else they refuse to dim the lights which spells disaster for viewing the slides. Instead, I contact nature centers, education centers, libraries, garden clubs, outdoor clubs, etc., and send a query letter listing the three shows I presently have on hand. I also include my fee which, I feel, is quite reasonable - $200-300 - depending on the organization. The presentation is 1 1/2 hours, including about 20 minutes for the talk/demonstration and the rest for the viewing of 80 slides with commentary. Book sales after are at full list price and as I noted before, since I buy them from the publisher at 45% off list (no postage if I order 25 or more books), I make quite a bit more selling them at each presentation. I've been giving about a dozen a year, but shortly will be increasing the number since I no longer have to contact anyone. Seems word gets around - word-of-mouth or newspaper announcements - so they contact me.When I first started doing this, I gave free presentations for non-profit groups. You can easily find that on the web.2) Call the general number and ask for the name (ask them to spell it too), fax #, phone and email contact of the Editor of the editorial pages.3) Direct the query to the right person.Its pretty tedious, but it allows you to personalize your query -- which still won't likely be personal enough to get it answered :-) -- and send it to the correct person. You'll also find that some editors prefer fax over email and vice versa. Another tip, if you have written for any newspaper reporters, fax the query to them and ask if they will forward it to the op-ed editor; the nice thing about that is that your query comes with an implicit recommendation of you, the writer.Hope this is helpful.Irene

It was one of the early companies to adopt the all rights-grab policies and has clung to it ever since. It's not, though, the kind of thing one writer can tell another writer. If the deal is worthwhile to you -- and "worthwhile" is very subjective -- do it. Some writers hardly pay attention to contracts at all. Others set certain minimums, such as $2/word for all rights. Just bear in mind what WMFH is: it means that the company has all rights to your work, while you have none. Depending on the rest of the contract, they may not even be obliged to use your byline. Their property includes your interviews and notes you take on this story. It all belongs to them. If you re-use any part of your own work later, you may be liable for copyright infringement. As a practical matter, such a thing very rarely comes up. Nevertheless, that's the fact. If Readers Digest decides to re-run the piece, they get all, you get nothing. If RD asks you to write on the same topic, you must, technically at least, start all work from scratch.What do they pay? Todd

Nourishment refers to much more than a healthy diet. It is the care-giving function. Eating properly implies care for oneself; providing healthy meals in the home is a sign of caring for the family. The writer of a great book or composer of an inspiring piece of music also provides nourishment - to humanity in general, by caring deeply about his or her work and offering the fruits of it to the world. 

You can know people by observing what they choose to nourish in their own lives. Do they feed and develop their own bodies? Do they cultivate their spirits, their intellects, their moral values? Do they nourish and care for those around them? If so, to whom do they devote their energies? The most successful people are temperate in eating and drinking, thinking and dreaming. They strengthen the world by nurturing the higher nature in man. 

Pay heed to your inner thoughts and impulses, ignoring thoughts which undermine a healthy and persevering attitude. A wise person is temperate in the consumption of food and drink, because to be otherwise only leads to discomfort; the fact that temporary pleasure may precede the discomfort does not influence the person of mature character. In the same way, be discriminating in your words and actions, lest a desire for temporary advantage lead you to cause pain for yourself or others. Enrich your own character and you will naturally nourish everyone around you. 

The most specific advice with regard to your question is contained in changing line 6: 

A great burden is borne by those in exalted positions, for the influence of such people is great, and they are responsible in some way or other for the nourishment of many below them. Awareness of the serious responsibility one carries in such a position should not inhibit action; the general must feed his troops daily, regardless. A continuing awareness of the responsibility that comes with power is often the best means of preventing its dissipation, for responsible attitudes lead to steadfast leadership and smart decisions.

(I think they 

thought since I live in Colorado they could just ignore me!)  The attorney 

approved my action, yet never had to charge me anything. (A very nice guy who 

represented a few of us a few years ago against Time-Life Medical.)

Moral of the story -- there's more than one way to send an "attorney letter."

Spa Story

Start by draping a warm, damp towel on your face. Leave it  for about two minutes, until it feels cool to the touch. Use a gentle cleanser, formulated for your skin type. Smooth it on using circular motions. Rinse it off using tepid water and a sponge.If you don’t have sensitive skin, apply a mild exfoliating scrub to your face, and then remove it by rinsing thoroughly. Using that momentum Petrocelli took the leapto open a hypnosis clinic and allow his fellow hypnotists to practice there."There are a fair number of people who get training in hypnosis but have noavenue, short of friends and family, with whom to practice."On the west coast, San Jose Hypnotist David Barron, decided to offer hislocation to the newly formed Sleepwalkers group when a friend, CraigEubanks, told him about it. "I had no idea that the response would be sogreat. We reached room capacity of 15 people right from the start." Barronsays. As a result the venues now change to accommodate the numbers involved.The rules of participation in the "Sleepwalkers Hypnosis Practice Group" aresimple: RSVP, do the exercises and learn, donations are requested to coverthe refreshments, and nothing more. "This is a forum for learning. Weemphasize nuts-and-bolts skill as a fundamental. Then occasionally we'llfocus on some specific outcome, like confidence in meeting people orovercoming food compulsions." Says Barron.At present the various Sleepwalkers Hypnosis Practice Groups meet severaltimes a month and each time having a featured speaker and topic."I have no idea how far this is going to go." Says Barron "This could be thegreatest resurgence of hypnosis since Anton Mesmer."As a result of their rapid growth there are other hypnosis organizations taking note? According to Marco Cepeda of the NY Sleepwalkers "One of my favorite aspects of our story is that we have done what other older organizations have never been able to do for a reason... we are not promoting books or seminars,we are here to help the community. I am contacting you at the suggestion of a friend of mine who is a public relations practitioner. She explained that you are looking for a professional aromatherapist.

We can do an as-told-to. I'll charge $5K minimum, usually more, to do the proposal. If we accept an advance, then they get the fee for the proposal off the top, and we split everything else 50-50 from then on.That's the basic deal, but everything is negotiable. Most people seem to prefer some version of No. 3, at least as a starting point.One thing to remember is that everything, not only how you do the book but whether you do it, should be more up to you than the client/collaborator. I don't know.) ACT is used a lot by >salespeople for contact management, but I found it cumbersome...or maybe >I just didn't have the patience to fuss with it. Lotus is what I use for >scheduling appointments and my To Do list, but I haven't figured out how >it can be used the way I used Sidekick--which has a Notes section that >is perfect for tracking manuscript submissions. I'm sure something>exists out there that works on newer Windows platforms and does it all >efficiently...but I don't know what it is. Check out Info Select (http://www.miclog.com/isover.htm), which isinformation management software. I bought it several years ago, afterhearing rave reviews from Jim Morrison and other ASJA members. Though I'mnot quite as enthusiastic as other users - the program has some annoyingdeficiencies - I'm now completely dependent on it and can't imagine workingwithout it. But this is so much a matter of personal preference that youreally have to see for yourself.The basic screen is split in two, with an outline on the left and a kind ofnotebook on the right. You can expand or close the outline with a click. When I collapse my outline to bare minimum, I see about a dozen headings,covering my entire life, including things like "Computer," "Writing,""Personal," and the title of my most recent book project (on lung cancer). If I click on the lung cancer book, the outline on the left expands to showthe chapters and other topics, such as a To Do list related to the book; ifI click on a chapter, I get a list of subheadings, and under each of thoseare individual articles or files of notes. If I click on a specific file,the contents appear in what I think of as the notebook window on the rightside of the screen. It's very easy to shuffle things around: Outlinetopics can be moved (in which event the files under the topic automaticallymove too); specific files can be copied or moved to another topic.The big - HUGE - advantage of this kind of filing compared to paper filingis that it's easily searched and retrieved. If I have a vague recollectionthat I once clipped an online review of binoculars, I can find it instantlywith Info Select's excellent search function. Because it's so easy totinker with the outline, I tend to keep it in good order, which helps makeit easy to find things. I also tend to put information into the program,since I know I'll be able to find it. For example, if I get an interestingbrochure in the mail, I would be more likely to make an Info Select noteabout the key points than to file it as paper, since my track record tellsme I'm going to stick the paper on top of my huge "to be filed" pile andwill never be able to find it again. (The latest version of the program isdesigned to work with scanned-in material, which would be slightlycumbersome in my earlier version.)Another major advantage for someone like me, who uses the Internet a lot,is that the program can capture web pages easily. Also, it converts URLsin text to links; you can then click on the link and get to a particularweb page (well, you can do this if you're connected or have cable or DSL). So I have various pages stored in Info Select with Internet resource lists.I find this more useful than "Favorites" lists in browsers, because I caninclude explanatory text to remind me which resource is useful for whichpurpose.My main annoyance with Info Select has been its less-than-wonderfuldocumentation. I should add that I'm using version 5; apparently this issomewhat improved in version 6, the current version. I'm sure I could usethe program even more if I didn't find the documentation such an obstacle(part of this is my fault - I have no patience for documentation; I wanteverything to be instantly obvious from the user interface, as it is withother well-designed software). For example, the program has what soundslike excellent e-mail handling features, which I've never used. There's ascheduler built into the program that I haven't used. You can also use itto dial telephone numbers and there are a whole bunch of telephone-relatedfeatures - some people use it as an advanced Rolodex. Also, I find it outrageous that they don't have a simple way of backing upfiles, since that's obviously very important and is a very simple featureto include. For example, Quicken, which is a brilliantly designed programfor check-writing, lets you back up files with one click. Info Select hasnothing like that; you have to know how to locate the relevant files viaWindows and back them up yourself. I hope youwill think carefully about how you will feel if you don't even get covercredit for this book. (Imagine telling people you wrote it and then havingthem ask, "Then how come your name isn't on the cover?") Payment - regardless of how you're credited - can be by the hour or by theproject, or can be a percent of advance and royalties. If it's by the houror project, you can charge whatever you want. Of course, that will dependon many factors such as how much you normally charge, how much you want thegig, etc. If you're splitting the advance and royalties, 50-50 is probablythe most common arrangement, though it's not the only one. For example, ifyour psychic is a hot celebrity who can command a major advance, she mightexpect more than 50% - and that's not necessarily unreasonable, since thesize of the advance will depend almost entirely on how marketable she is. On the other hand, if you expect a more modest advance and she has othersources of income, the split might be in your favor. Or you could havesomething like an 80-20 split of the advance (in your favor), with a 20-80split of royalties until you're even and then 50-50. The arrangementsdepend on what the two of you negotiate.Whatever you decide about all of the above, I urge you to sign acollaboration agreement with the co-author before you do any work!!! It also offers several ways of sorting the information so you can get your hands on it quickly. Or if I'm looking for a quote in my notes, I enter the words I can remember and there it is (it's my memory, not the program, that's the reason that one sometimes takes a few tries - but it's still quicker than reading all the notes.)

If your publisher's art department can't give it to you (they're usually swamped), then find someone who can.  A simple investment early on can mean much bigger sales down the road.
