Range: AII competitions will take place at the El Bosque Air Base shooting grounds in the city of San Bernardo, Chile.
Events:   Individuals and Teams Shotgun -Trap, Skeet, Double Trap
Participation: Any shooters per country will be allowed per Men and Women.
Arrivals: Personnel from the Organizing Committee will welcome you and your delegation and will give you the Firearms permit issued by the Custom and Police, By Law; nobody can leave the airport without the permit.

Payment: Will be in US dollars or travellers checks only. No credit cards. Payments   must be made before any competition you intent to participate.
Private ground transportation: If your team is interested in rent a car or a van, we recommend doing it at the airport area. There is a 30 minutes drive between the airport and hotel with normal traffic. You can do reservations thru your favourite world known car rental companies. (Hertz, Avis, Dollar, etc) or thru your local travel agency.
Hotel Reservation: Payments and reservations will be made direct with the hotel. We suggest booking your hotel no later than October 10, 2008 or sooner. The month of November in Santiago is the beginning of our summer season, so please do you reservations on time. Hotel will accept reservations vía fax or e-mail thru credit cards or payments of your whole stay. Please contact the desired hotel for more information or better group rates.

Four Points Hotel, Santa Magdalena 111, Providencia. Pool, gym, room with wireless internet, in downtown, shopping centre area, 30 minutes to shooting range. Telephone number (562) 750-0300. Price $ 100.- US dollars single or double room, plus 19% government tax.
Chilean Police: A maximum oft two (2) firearms are allowed per shooter. Shooters can not sell or buy firearms in Chile. A maximum of 250 rounds are allowed per shooter. However, most of the airlines that fly to Chile do not allow more than 5 kg of ammunition (ex 11 lbs = 125 24 gr shot shells). Every shooter must fill a Firearms Form. And send it.
Once at the airport, personnel from the Organizing Committee will give every shooter or responsible adult a Firearms License issued by the Authority.. Any change made after the Firearms Form is received by the Organizing Committee must be notified immediately. No shooter can leave thee airport without the Firearms License.
Firearms: The Firearms Permits allows you to transport (always unloaded) and custody your firearms in Chile territory o (including your hotel) for the time stated.
 However, for .security reasons, we recommended all delegations to leave their guns and ammo at the range vault. No charge.
Ammunition: There will be a variety of International ammunition brands available for sale at the range. Ammunition cal also be store at the range vault.
Shotgun Targets: Full orange targets for competitions.
Meals: There will be some food concessionaires at the range.
Scooter Declaration: All shooters participating at the CAT must sign the A Shooters Declaration Form@, which must be handed to the Organizing Committee before entering the competition. Failure to do so, might lead in disqualifications and cancellation of results.
I.S.S.F. I.D. Number: According to ISSF regulations, all shooters must have an I.D. number before participating in any ISSF supervised competition. National Federations must apply for their shooters with out it. The Organizing Committee is responsible for confirming that all participants have the ISSF I.D. number.
Doping: There is doping for this competition.
Transportation: Transportation from Arturo Merino Benitez (AMB) International Airport to the officials’ hotels (round trip) and daily transportation from the hotels to the range will also be provided at no charge.
Weather: Spring Time. The average temperatures is 22 to 26 degrees Celsius. During the day and 15 to 18 degrees Celsius during the night. 
Closing Ceremony:  All Delegations are invited to the Closing ceremony at the Range on November 23, 2008.
Flag and National Anthems: All shooting delegations are required to bring two (2) national flags and one (1) anthem registered on a standard cassette tape or CD in short version of 40 to 50 seconds approx.
Equipment Control:  All shooters will be required to pass thru the Equipment Control Office for the inspection before entering the competition. ISSF Rule Nº 9.4.1.2, 4 & 5.
