Provisional Administrative Arrangements

1. Introduction 
The annual General Assembly (GA) is the most important meeting of the Asia-Pacific Broadcasting Union. It is the highest governing body of the Union and allows its over 280 members from 68 countries to examine the work of the Secretariat and discuss the Union’s future strategy. Proceeding the two day GA are the meetings of various other governing bodies – Sports Group, Programme Committee and Technical Committee as well as Women With the Wave Forum and Quality Management Workshop.
The 53rd Abu General Assembly will be held in Bali,  18 – 26 October 2016 and hosted by the ABU member Radio Republik Indonesia. On 26th October will be the unique World Broadcasting unions Conference which will gather broadcasters from all over the world to take stock of the urgent issues faced by the broadcast industry.
2. Venue and Dates

2.1         Venue

The 53rd Asia-Pacific Broadcasting Union General Assembly (ABU GA) & Associated Meetings would be convened in Bali, Indonesia on 18-26 October 2016.

2.2           Dates
The ABU General Assembly will be held on 24 and 25 October with Associated Meetings and other events held between 18 and 22 October. The WBU Conference will be on 26 October. 
The Honourable President of the Republic of Indonesia, Joko Widodo, will be a keynote speaker at the Opening Ceremony of the GA on 24th October, which will be broadcast live by TVRI and other national TV stations.

3. Participation

Over 400 foreign delegates are expected to join the GA and Associated Meetings over the period of 10 days. They will come from Asia, Africa, Middle East, Europe, North and South Americas and the Pacific.
Additionally, around 300 Indonesian media professionals will participate in the event.
4. Working Language

The working language of the 53rd ABU General Assembly and Associated Meetings is English. All proceedings and documents will be in English
5. Dress Code

The dress code of the General Assembly is smart casual. For certain events the host might require official dress code which would be timely announced to the delegates.
6. Registration

There is online registration for the GA and Associated Meetings  http://www.abu.org.my/Event-_-GA2016.aspx. All participants are required to register through it and indicate which meetings they will attend. 
The participants will also register at the venue and receive their pass and conference bag. The Registration Desks will be opened from 18 October 2016.

7. Access to Meeting Rooms

Delegates are requested to display their ID pass at all times. ID pass is not transferable. A lost or damaged ID pass should be reported immediately to the Registration Desk and would be reissued upon presentation of proof of identity.

8. Visa Arrangements
All visitors to Indonesia are required to possess a passport that is valid, with the expiration date of the passport must be at least 6 (six) months prior on the date of entry into the territory of Indonesia. 
It is strongly recommended that visitors obtain a valid visa before departure and are advised to submit their visa application at the earliest convenience, at the Embassies and Consulates of the Republic of Indonesia abroad. The list of the Embassies and Consulates of the Republic of Indonesia and their addresses are available at website http://kemlu.go.id/en/kedutaan/default.aspx
For visa application, please provide a letter from government agency/institution which describes the purpose of the visit. Application form must be completed with recent color photographs (passport size) and copy of flight itineraries or tickets and signed by the applicant. The application form can be obtained at the Indonesian Embassies and Consulates. Please be advised that visa to Indonesia must be used within 90 (ninety) days from the date of issuance.

Visa-free visits

Citizens of Brunei Darussalam, Cambodia, Chile, Ecuador, Hong Kong SAR, Lao PDR, Macau SAR, Malaysia, Morocco, Myanmar, Peru, the Phillipines, Singapore, Thailand, and Vietnam are eligible for a non-extendable 30-day Visa Free Short Visit Permit/Facility.

8.2
Visa on Arrival

Citizen from 67 countries and 1 region are eligible for applying for a Visa on Arrival (VOA). This visa can be obtained directly when the visitor arrives at certain airports and seaports in Indonesia, regardless of the purposes of their visit (Business, Tourist, Social-Cultural).

Visa on Arrival is neither a work visa nor a visit visa. Therefore, it cannot be extended or converted into another immigration permit. The Maximum stay permitted is thirty (30) days. The general requirements for visa on arrival are: the applicant’s passport must be valid for at least 6 (six) moths from the date of entry; round-trip airplane ticket; and US$ 35 fees for up to 30 (thirty) days VOA.

Other Delegates will have to go through normal entry and exit lanes at the I Gusti Ngurah Rai International Airport. A hospitality desk will be set up at the Ngurah Rai International Airport in Bali to assist all delegates upon arrival and departure. 

11. General Information

13.1 
Currency, Banking, Credit and Charges Cards

The rupiah (Rp) is the official currency of Indonesia. The current rupiah consists of coins from 50 rupiah up to 1,000 rupiah, and from banknotes of 1,000 rupiah up to 100,000 rupiah. With US$1 worth approximately Rp. 13.000 to Rp. 14,000 (February 2015), the largest Indonesian banknote is therefore worth approximately US$10. 

There are many ATMs in Bali. Withdrawals can be made with credit cards and some debit cards on the Maestro and Cirrus networks. All high-end hotels, shops, restaurants, and nightclubs accept credit cards. Most major currency can be exchanged in banks, hotels, and authorized money changers at shopping malls.

Indonesia’s national currency is Rupiah (Indonesian Rupiah = IDR). The exchange rate normally fluctuates between IDR 13,000 to IDR 14,000 for 1 USD.

Climate and Weather

          Being just 8 degrees south of the equator, Bali has a fairly even climate year round. Average year-round temperature stands at around 30 °C with a humidity level of about 85%.

          Day time temperatures at low elevations vary between 20-33⁰ C (68-91⁰ F), although it can be much cooler than that in the mountains. The west monsoon is in place from approximately October to April, and this can bring significant rain, particularly from December to March. Outside of the monsoon period, humidity is relatively low and any rain is unlikely in lowland areas.

13.4
Local Time

Jakarta is at GMT +7 and Bali is at UTC/GMT +8 do not observe daylight savings.

13.5
Electricity

Indonesia’s electricity power supply operates at 220volts / 50Hz (hertz/cycles), this is the same as Australia and many European countries that operate 220-240v / 50Hz. North America however, operates at 110-120volt and the electricity is generated at 60 Hz (cycles). 
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12. Health and Medical Services

In case of emergency and other medical needs, a medical clinic/facility is available at the conference venue (where is it exactly) and at the hotel area for 24 hours with a general practitioner at standby. For major treatment, BIMC Hospital is located in the vicinity of the conference venue.

All costs incurred from medical treatment should be borne by the delegates and should be settled directly with the medical establishment.
