ARC-BRUNSWICK STUDIO BANDS

A complete listing of sides made by the studio dance orchestras for Brunswick and Melotone (subsequently to become amalgamated with Banner, Conqueror, Pathé, Romeo, and other labels within the American Record Corporation), is given in The American Dance Band Discography. Reference to this will show how extraordinarily complicated the crediting of names was. A single session of four titles might produce issues labeled with a different band name each. Because many of these were bands that actually existed, but had little if anything to do with the orchestras heard on the records, it seems to be more suitable to list all the ARC "house" bands under the above heading, with reference to the names on the labels. The abbreviations used for these are as follows:­

RB - Ralph Bennett and his Seven Aces (All Eleven of 'Em)

BC - Bob Causer and his Cornellians (or sometimes his Orchestra) 

OF - Owen Fallon and his Californians

SH - Sleepy Hall and his Collegians 

AK - Art Kahn's Orchestra

EL - Ed L(l)oyd and his Orchestra

LPM - Les Peabody and his Memphis Ramblers

The records listed below are chosen from the enormous output by the house bands as containing at least one good jazz solo. They have been reported by reliable authorities, and many have been checked for the qualities ascribed to them. There may well be many others that have so far eluded even these vigilant collectors. CHICK BULLOCK

Chick Bullock was among the most prolific of all American recording artists of the 1930s and early 1940s. The following chapter attempts to list all the records, excluding waltzes, issued under his name, as distinct from those dance bands with which he also sang. Not all are of equal jazz merit, but as complete a listing as possible is believed to be of greater use than a selective one, in view of the high proportion of jazz accompaniments among them. CARL FENTON AND HIS ORCHESTRA

Carl Fenton originally was pseudonym for Brunswick musical director Gus Haenschen, who subcontracted 
the "Fenton" sessions to various free-lance musicians and orchestras, most often those of Bennie Krueger and 
Harry Reser. The Fenton name was later licensed by Reser's violinist, Rubie Greenberg, for use on labels others than Brunswick. The following from the prodigious output issued under this ficitious name are of some interest as jazz or hot dance music.

GREY GULL STUDIO BANDS

Grey Gull Records, headquartered in Boston with studios in New York, used a fairly stable roster of musicians for  its  house orchestra, like most recording companies of the time. On both parent and subsidiary labels (Madison, Radiex, Supreme, Van Dyke, inter alia), pseudonyms were the rule, often differing across labels. Occasionally there were even anonymous issues. To further complicate life, the same recording under a different title, catalog number, and band credit occasionally was re-pressed on the same label. For records issued outside the United States, there is yet another array of pseudonyms. To simplify, Grey Gull dance records by this "house band" contingent are listed here if they offer something to interest the jazz collector and if they do not belong to a distinctly identifiable group which played and recorded in venues other than the Grey Gull studios. The artist credit, if any, is shown after each individual catalog number.

THE SOUTHERN SERENADERS: Although a certain amount of controversy still centers around the products of this session issued under this name, the Columbia files bear an obliterated artist credit to what looks like FLETCHER HENDERSON AND HIS ORCHESTRA, the above pseudonym written in above. Had this been a Sam Lanin session, as Walter C. Allen and other authorities contended, surely his name would have been entered, even if it had subsequently been obliterated also. A record date by a collaboration of Henderson and Lanin musicians is dimly remembered by some of each (and vigorously denied by others), according to various collectors who interviewed them, although such a collaboration is unlikely as long ago as 1925. In view of the evidence on the Coumbia file card and the sound of the sides themselves, I am prepared to accept the assertion of Louis Armstrong and Don Redman that the band responsible was Henderson's, with white vocalist Billy Jones added for one side. ROGER WOLFE KAHN

Roger Wolfe Kahn, son of Otto Kahn, the millionaire art patron, was one of the best-known New York bandleaders from 1925 to 1933. Despite an illustrious personnel, very few Kahn records feature solos likely to interest the hot dance music enthusiast, but such as do are listed below.

ED KIRKEBY

Ed Kirkeby began managing dance bands and popular artists in 1916, and it is entirely due to his kindness and generosity that we are able to date exactly most records by the California Ramblers, Little Ramblers, Goofus Five, Five Birmingham Babies, Vagabonds, and Varsity Eight, as well as by many blues singers and other recording artists. Many of his records were issued as by TED WALLACE or ED KIRKEBY WALLACE AND HIS ORCHESTRA / CAMPUS BOYS / SWING MUSIC, and those of interest as jazz or hot dance music will be found under such names. (The Goofus Five on Odeon 193248 and 193428, and "Ted Wallace" on Okeh 40788 and Par lophone E-5807 are all credited to ED KIRKEBY AND HIS ORCHESTRA). On March 2, 1931, a session for Banner remade under Ed Kirkeby's direction some sides made for this label under Ben Pollack's direction some days earlier; they were credited to Ben Pollack on issue, and bear the same matrix numbers as the originals. The Spanish Parlophone issue (B-25459) of the Goofus Five is credited to ED KIRKEBY Y SU ORQUESTA. Several sides appeared on various American and British labels as by ED LOYD (sometimes LLOYD) and his Orchestra, but those made under Ed Kirkeby's direction are not as a rule of great jazz interest, those that are will be found under the California Ramblers, Ted Wallace, the Goofus Five, etc.

Harry Reser was an American banjo/guitarist who made hundreds of comedic and "vo-de-o-do" sides, solo and with bands, for most of the recording companies in New York from 1921 to the 1950s. There is jazz among them, but the quantity of recordings is so great and the jazz content so varied, that they require a book to themselves; hence, a listing of band names commonly used by Harry Reser will suffice here:

The Blue Kittens, The Campus Boys*, The Clicquot Club Eskimos, Jerome Conrad and his Orchestra* , Carl Fenton and his Orchestra*, The Four Minstrels (Oliver, Larry Abbott, Wirges, Reser), The High Hatters (not the Victor band), Phil Hughes and his High Hatters (Pathé / Perfect only), The Jazz Pilots, Jimmy Johnston’s Rebels, Night Club Orchestra, Okeh Syncopators, Parlophone Syncopators , Earl Oliver’s Jazz Babies, The Plantation Players, The Rounders*, The Seven Little Polar Bears, Seven Rag Pickers , Seven Wild Men (q.v.) , The Six Hayseeds, Six Jumping Jacks, Tom Stacks and his Minute Men, Victorian Syncopators, Bill Wirges and his Orchestra (q.v.). The names marked * were also used to cover other bands. Records by the Seven Wild Men and Bill Wirges and his Orchestra are included in this work as they are of somewhat less commercial or comedy-type material. 

The name of HARRY RESER'S DANCE ORCHESTRA on Imperial 1844 (I AIN'T GOT NOBODY) was used in error, or as a pseudo­nym, for the California Ramblers, q.v.
