SCRIP PROGRAM
New for Fall 2012
Tuition Savings, ShopWithScrip, PrestoPay,
eGift, ScripNow, and Reloadable Cards
Scrip is a great way to help support youth ministries, our school and the compassion fund; or to earn credit toward a student’s LES tuition account and still support Bethlehem. When Bethlehem members take advantage of scrip, they earn revenue by just making their regular household purchases. But instead of using cash or credit, they use prepaid gift cards. These scrip cards are purchased by Bethlehem at a discount, and sold at full face value to our “customers”.
You can determine how to designate the revenue generated from your own scrip purchases. Two options are available to you. 
1.    Of your net revenue, 50% goes to youth ministries, 25% to our school, and 25% to our compassion fund. These monies are distributed to these ministries several times during the year.

2.    75% of your net revenue is credited to a current or future Bethlehem LES student account (through the 7th grade). The money is credited to the family’s account once a year after April 30th, and will be reflected in the family’s tuition statement. The remaining net 25% is split 50/25/25 between youth ministries, school, and the compassion fund. NOTE: Approximately 4% of all gross revenue generated is used to pay weekly shipping expenses, software fees, and misc. expenses. 
Here are a couple of terms that may be new to you:

· Reload: Take an existing scrip card that is “empty” and reload it. You order and pay for this online. The card is available to use again the next business day. Presently, there are 53 national retailers in this program.

· Scrip-to-Go: This is our present scrip program, purchasing scrip cards from inventory.

· ShopWithScrip: An online service that allows you to place scrip orders online 24 hours a day, 7 days a week. You then pay via PrestoPay. 500+ retailers are in this program. Plus you can view your own purchase history, and the revenue generated. When vendors are offering additional discounts (more revenue for you), you will receive the information directly from Great Lakes.

· ScripNow, eGift, eCard: Different terms for basically the same thing – printing out “certificates” online that you can use instantly. 61 national retailers presently partake in this program.

MAKING A SCRIP PURCHASE 
The Great Lakes Scrip website provides a list of all national merchants, the discount percentage they give to Bethlehem, and the denominations they offer. Scrip can be used with store or manufacturer coupons, and during specials or sales. Using scrip is just like using cash! Most scrip cards have no expiration date (less than 5 have expiration dates). Read the back of the card or certificate for any restrictions. Kohl’s stores accept scrip cards for payments on your store charge account. 

The Bethlehem scrip agreement form must be completed and returned before we can give you credit for your first order. It can be obtained at either scrip table after all regular Saturday or Sunday church services or at http://www.bethlehem-wels.org/scrip.htm. 

PLACING AN ORDER (There are several ways to order) 

1) Shop online at ShopWithScrip.com and pay with PrestoPay. PrestoPay will automatically deduct the amount due from your checking account. A 15 cent fee will be added to each order. Please sign up for PrestoPay 3 business days before you plan to place your first order to allow time for the verification process. There are videos explaining the process in detail at http://shopwithscrip.com.
2) Reload Scrip cards or purchase ScripNow or eGift cards. You can reload and reuse cards within 1 business day. ScripNow and eGift cards can be used right away.
To sign up for ShopWithScrip and PrestoPay please go to http://www.shopwithscrip.com. Use Bethlehem’s registration code of 5LEF2B8A8742 and insert it in the green box. Follow the instructions as shown. Please have your checkbook handy, as you will need to enter your account number and routing number. 

3) Drop off your paper order form and payment at either scrip table after all regularly scheduled Saturday or Sunday church services. Or at the scrip boxes located at both campuses by the bulletin boxes. Just like before.
4) Scrip-to-Go. Buy scrip cards from our inventory at the scrip tables after all regularly scheduled church services. We carry a large inventory of favorite local and national retailers. Just like before.
Paper order forms received by Sunday (10:30 AM in GT, 12:00 PM in MF) and online orders received by 11:00 AM Sunday will be available for pick-up on Friday (backpack program) or Saturday or Sunday after regularly scheduled church services at both campuses. 

Everyone is encouraged to register online to create an account for ordering from ScripNow and paying with PrestoPay. This will also allow you access to view your accumulated rebate balance. 
If you would prefer to order and pay in person and still receive credit for the revenue you generate, please contact Lisa Stagakis, Dan Bednar or Paul Woldt to have them make arrangements for you. Or go to the scrip table after all Saturday or Sunday services for more information.
PICKING UP YOUR ORDER 
Scrip cards can be purchased and orders picked up after all regular Saturday/Sunday services.

Parents of students can have their children serve as a courier for them via the backpack program. When you initially register online, there is a box to be filled out with your child’s name, as well as your child’s classroom. For the delivery instructions, type in backpack. In the event that you change your mind and wish to pick up the cards, please contact Lisa Stagakis at lstagakis@wi.rr.com.
All backpack deliveries are typically on Fridays. In the event there is no school on Friday, your order will be sent home on Thursday. Due to the nature of scrip, we will not mail out orders. 

And thank you very much for supporting Bethlehem’s scrip program. We have been able to generate thousands of dollars to help support several of our ministries and buy needed school equipment and supplies! REMEMBER – Scrip purchases are not a substitute for your weekly offerings!
