The game is WAY too straightforward to be any good at this point though, so… Should Not Have Sold [UP-2.1/SM]

THE BUCK STOPS HERE (JIM PECK)
-1985; Exciting race-against time-quiz that looks like it was taped on a leftover infomercial set Should Have Sold [UP-1.4/SM] 
CAUGHT IN THE ACT (JIM PECK) {ABC, BOB STEWART PRODUCTIONS}
-1976; Weird but fun Match Game-Pyramid hybrid. Guests are Clifton Davis, Bill Cullen, Anita Gillette, Anne Meara, & Stephanie Braxton Should Have Sold [UP-1.12/SM]

CAUGHT IN THE ACT (JACK CLARK) {BOB STEWART PRODUCTIONS}
-1982 pilot for a spin-off of Pass the Buck, featuring some of the strangest prizes I've ever seen offered on a game show (I'd love to have some of them, they're just strange) Should Have Sold [UP-1.6/SM]

CELEBRITY DOUBLE DARE (BRUCE JENNER)

-1988; Oh, good heavens, is this ever a bad idea. A former Olympian emcees (mistake #1) as adult contestants (mistake #2) and their celebrity partners (mistake #3) attempt to answer questions and take physical challenges and conquer the Obstacle Course for $25,000 in prizes. DOLLAR A SECOND (BOB EUBANKS) {CHUCK BARRIS PRODUCTIONS}
1980; Have you ever wondered what a game show would look like if Chuck Barris was drunk when he thought of it? Well, here you go. This game would be better served with Beat the Clock-style stunts than the humiliating stuff that the contestants go through. Well, at least they were ready for it. This is probably the most heavily-scripted pilot ever filmed. Should Not Have Sold [UP-3.6/GSN]

DR. I.Q., JR. (????)

-Pilot for a spinoff where children play for quarters; the host is never identified as anything beyond “Dr. I.Q. Jr.”, but whoever he is, he’s over-rehearsed and nervous. Listen for Art Fleming! Should Not Have Sold [UP-5.2/SM]

EVERYTHING’S RELATIVE (JIM PECK) {NICHOLSON-MUIR PRODUCTIONS}
-Two pilots; Who’s ripping off who? It’s basically the same as Chuck Barris’s Family Game, which was a knockoff his own The Newlywed Game, which was actually developed by Nicholson-Muir. This show has a rather interesting set, by the way. If you ever wondered what Who Wants to be a Millionaire? would have looked like if it aired in the 70s, this should give you a good idea. [UP-6.4-5/SM]

PRIVATE "TYPE=PICT;ALT=*"$50,000 A MINUTE (GEOFF EDWARDS & MEREDITH McRAE) {BOB STEWART PRODUCTIONS}
-1985; Pilots combining elements of a number of other Bob Stewart shows; Pilot A has a slate and  guests Charlie Siebert &  Shelley Smith; Pilot B has guests Markie Post & Ed Begley, Jr. Should Not Have Sold [UP-5.8, UP-1.2/SM]

GAMBIT (BOB EUBANKS)

-October 20, 1990; Possible revival of the 70s favorite with a fantastic set; only complaint is that the form of questioning used is needlessly gimmicky. If it had sold, it probably would have been dumped at someone’s behest, so I’ll say…Should Have Sold [UP-2.12/SM]

GET RICH QUICK (STEVE EDWARDS) {BOB STEWART PRODUCTIONS}
1977; Very primitive version of Go!, but played more like the Chain Reaction end game, best three out of five. Guests are Lynnie Green, Debralee Scott, Robert Urich, and John Ritter. Steve seems really uncomfortable as emcee, and probably would have been replaced. Should Have Sold [UP-3.2/GSN]

GOING, GOING, GONE (RICHARD LEWELLEN)

-Appears to be a pitchfilm more than an actual game, based on the heavy edits and gameplay removed in some segments; Shell Game from TPIR meets your everyday auction. Not much of a game here, and not really interesting enough to work even as one show, let alone a series. Only of interest to hear announcer Tom Kennedy very early in his career. Should Not Have Sold [UP-3.8/SM]
HOW DO YOU LIKE YOUR EGGS? (BILL CULLEN)

-Bill hosts two pilots for an experimental cable TV system in Columbus, OH…The reason he’s doing so is never fully addressed. Should Not Have Sold
IT HAD TO BE YOU (ED MCMAHON) {MARK GOODSON-BILL TODMAN PRODUCTIONS}

-Primitive version of “Tattletales” that actually predates “The Newlywed Game.” Married couples tell stories about each other based on clues given by the host, and the stories have to be specific enough that, upon hearing it, the spouse will know that…”It had to be you!” Should Not Have Sold Goodson-Todman was able to rework this into a much better game down the road. [UP-5.3/KIN]

JACKPOT! (NIPSEY RUSSELL) {CBS, BOB STEWART PRODUCTIONS}
-1984 attempt to revive the old favorite, but with all the wrong changes made. All the riddles are worth a flat $150, so naturally there’s no Super Jackpot, and an end game is added, which screws up the show’s pace and wouldn’t be necessary if they had left the front game alone. Should Not Have Sold [UP-2.4/SM]

THE JOKER’S WILD (ALLEN LUDDEN) {JACK BARRY PRODUCTIONS}
-1969: Black & white kinescope of the horrendous first attempt at what would eventually become a classic show. Believe it or not, they’re using a five-celebrity panel here, and their function sort of defeats any reason Allen had for showing up. Should not Have Sold [UP-2.8/KIN]

JUMBLE (RICHARD KLINE)

-1989: Early attempt at adapting the newspaper feature for television, with guests Bill Kirchenbauer & Alaina Reed; What’s actually a solid format is marred by awful execution. For the finished product, I’ll go Should Not Have Sold, but the game itself isn’t really that bad. [UP-6.2rl/SM]

KEY WITNESS (VINCENT PRICE)

-1955(?): Very dull pilot for a game similar to “Bank on the Stars,” the main problem with the show being that the movie segments go on FOREVER. Should Not Have Sold [UP-4.4/SM]

-KING OF THE HILL (ROBERT EARLE) {T.A./NORMAN SIMON INC. IN ASSOCIATION WITH CASTLE DRIVE PRODUCTIONS}
1975: Dale and Boomhauer race their lawnmowers around stage for a chance to play Spin the Choice…Okay, seriously, three contestants play a series of word games in an attempt to dethrone the king, with the winner playing a primitive version of Money Cards. Fun game! Should Have Sold [UP-6.3/SM]

LUCKY NUMBERS (ALEX TREBEK & DEBBIE SUE MAFFETT) {MERRILL HEATTER ENTERPRISES}

1985- Two pilots for an updated version of “High Rollers” with a tweaked format, presumably to add variety to the gameplay, but it really just complicates everything. Should Not Have Sold [UP-2.5-6/SM]

MONDAY NIGHT QUARTERBACK (JERRY KRAMER) {BOB STEWART PRODUCTIONS}
1978; Even if I was a football fan I’d still find this show boring; Peter Lawford, Dick Martin, and two NFL stars predict football plays on film; the writing is unspectacular, as everything sounds like it was written by rulebook authors, and the gameplay is rather awkward. Should Not Have Sold [UP-4.1/GSN]

NOW YOU SEE IT (JACK CLARK) {MARK GOODSON PRODUCTIONS}
-Taped October 19, 1985; The first attempt at a revival. I don’t know what game show fan coined it, but “Now You Pyramid It” really is pretty dead on.  Should Not Have Sold [UP-4.3/SM] 

PARTY LINE (GENE RAYBURN) {NBC, REG GRUNDY PRODUCTIONS}
-1983; eventually became Hot Streak; Gene alludes to Match Game at the start, and fans who had GSN when it first appeared will like seeing Laura Chambers as a contestant Should Have Sold [UP-1.1/SM] 

PEOPLE ON TV (JIMMY CEFALO)

-Ambitious attempt to spin-off the magazine into a game show. To be honest, they do everything humanly possible to do that, incorporating photos, quotes, clips, and biographies into the game, but in the end it comes across as a surprisingly sterile, colorless show Should Not Have Sold [UP-5.4/SM]

QUICK AS A FLASH (BILL CULLEN) {BERNARD PROCTOR PRODUCTIONS}
-It actually did sell, but it took a year and Bill wasn't involved so it's listed here; guests are Boris Karloff & Wendy Barrie Should Have Sold (Which is Probably Why It Did) [UP-1.3/SM]

THE RIDDLERS (DAVID LETTERMAN) {BOB STEWART PRODUCTIONS}
-1977; Hysterical pilot! It's obvious that the format is too bad for this show to sell, so Dave pretty much carries it by goofing off and joking around, and it really is great to watch. Guests are Michael McKeon, Jo Ann Worley, Debralee Scott, Robert Urich, & Joyce Bulifant Should Not Have Sold [UP-1.8/GSN] 

RUN FOR THE MONEY (BILL RAFFERTY)

-1987; An American adaptation of the British show “Going for Gold” taped on that show’s set; the first two rounds are watchable but rather generic, but the final round is a great, imaginative race against time Should Have Sold [UP-5.9/SM]
SAYS WHO? (GEOFF EDWARDS) {BOB STEWART PRODUCTIONS}

-1971; “looked-good-on-paper” celebrity guessing game; Guests are Bill Cullen, Peter Lawford, Betsy Palmer, & Anne Meara Should Not Have Sold [UP-1.7/GSN] 

SECOND GUESSERS (JACK CARTER) {BOB STEWART PRODUCTIONS}

-1971; Taped on location in Miami, with guest star Brenda Vicaro. This seems more like something a celebrity would play with the panel on I’ve Got a Secret than a full-time game show.  It’s one of those games that seems good only because you’re seeing it once, but as a regular series it would be pretty dull. Should Not Have Sold [UP-3.3/GSN] 
SIMON SAYS (BOB BARKER) {Wesley J. Cox for Dundas Productions}

1971: Is “Wesley J. Cox” an alias for Jack Barry? You be the judge…Weird Truth or Consequences-like game involving a giant “computer”; if this had sold, somebody else might have ended up on The Price is Right Should Not Have Sold [UP-6.1/SM]

THE SMART ALECKS (ALLEN LUDDEN)
-1978; Aspiring inventors show off their ideas, the panel makes fun of them, and then audience members give them money. The boring format may have led to this pilot’s demise, but I have a hunch that the phallus-shaped carpeting had more to do with it. Panel is David Letterman, Pat Carroll, and Don Meredith Should Not Have Sold [UP-1.11/SM]

SPLIT SECOND (ROB WELLER) {RALPH EDWARDS-STU BILLET PRODUCTIONS}
-1990 attempt at a revival with a different end game than either previous version, and the same payoffs as the Monty Hall version, and that’s why it ain’t gonna sell. Folks, it’s 1990 and Jeopardy! is in its popularity peak, top payoff should not be $100. That aside it’s a perfectly good game (obviously) so we’ll go Should Have Sold (Faulty tracking but watchable) [UP-5.5/SM]
THE $10,000 SWEEP (JACK CLARK) {NBC, BOB STEWART PRODUCTIONS}
1972; Primitive Pyramid; On its own, this is a good game, but if it had sold, Bob Stewart wouldn’t have been able to restructure it into an infinitely better show, so we’ll go…Should not have sold [UP-3.4/GSN]

TALKING PICTURES (ALLEN LUDDEN) {STEPHAN HATOS-MONTY HALL PRODUCTIONS}

-Guests are Ann Miller, Peter Lawford, Angela Cartwright, Lorne Greene, Jan Sterling, Stubby Kaye, Agnes Moorehead, Tom Smothers, Carol Burnette, and Paul Winchell. It’s “Eye Guess” with celebrities. There’s nothing wrong with ripping off a successful format, but we’re talking lawsuit-close with this show. Should Not Have Sold [UP-3.5/SM]

-TEMPTATION (JED ALLEN) {RALPH ANDREWS IN ASSOCIATION WITH COLUMBIA PICTURES}
-1981 pilot, with the episode title “Colossus” according to the slate. A flawed format where theoretically, several dozen people could win $38,000 each in a single show. Jed Allen has a weird “used car salesman” style delivery that’s actually fun to watch, to his credit. Should Not Have Sold [UP-5.6/SM]

TOP SECRET (WINK MARTINDALE) {WINK MARTINDALE ENTERPRISES}

-1987; Third pilot for a series that just barely missed making CBS’s schedule. It’s a combination of Scrabble, Super Password, and Press Your Luck with an incredible set. Should Have Sold [UP-2.10/SM]

21 (JIM LANGE) {JACK BARRY & DAN ENRIGHT PRODUCTIONS}

-1982: Pilot for a non-rigged version of the big money quizzer with a cool set and music from the Alan Parsons Project. Also, a variation on the standard B&E end game is used, although an observant viewer will note that it is virtually impossible to lose if you just keep using the “pass” option! On the assumption that they would have overhauled it, I’ll say Should Have Sold [UP-1.9/SM]

TWENTY QUESTIONS (JACK CLARK) {RON GREENBERG PRODUCTIONS]

-1975(?); The panel has chemistry, but even that doesn’t hide how slow-moving the game is. Time has definitely passed it by; has a fantastic theme, though. Should Not Have Sold [UP-5.7/SM]

TWISTERS (JIM PERRY) {BOB STEWART PRODUCTIONS}

1981; One of those shows that falls under the category of “confusing rules on paper, but makes perfect sense when you watch it.” The line of questioning might have been better with Jackpot!-style riddles instead of the half-question concept used here. A good show, but they would have NEVER been able to market a home game. Should Have Sold [UP-3.7/GSN]

WE'VE GOT YOUR NUMBER (JACK BARRY) {JACK BARRY PRODUCTIONS}
–May 13, 1975; So close to High Rollers they might have been sued, but it’s really a good variation; It probably would have sold if the front game used real dice instead of a projected image; has a GREAT set, though Should Have Sold [UP-1.13/SM]
YOU BET YOUR LIFE (RICHARD DAWSON)
-1988; If they had done this 13 years earlier, it would have sold before they even finished taping. At this point, though, Richard had slipped, and the contestants aren't as funny as they should be. Should Not Have Sold [UP-1.5/SM]
