Band News

Parents and students are encouraged to start thinking about whether they would like to participate in the band program in 2013. A note requesting expression of interest will go home shortly. Next year, Mr Stone will be commencing a recorder group which is ideal for students wishing to play the flute or clarinet. Younger students often find it difficult to stretch their fingers to reach all the notes, making the recorder a great stepping stone for young musicians. 

Other instruments offered include the clarinet, flute, saxophone and trumpet. These may be hired from the school for a fee. Students may also learn the piano, keyboard or percussion instruments and these are provided by the school.  If students would like to learn the guitar or recorder, they will need to provide their own instrument.

The fees for the band program are as follows:

$10 per lesson (usually totalling $100 per term)

$25 per term to hire an instrument

$20 per term for band lessons
